Besides being the patron saint for teachers, John Baptist de La Salle was a champion
for the poor, a pioneer in educational practices, and a fierce proponent for connect-
ing life with faith. These principles have guided the development of Live Jesus in
Our Hearts, our second-generation high school series following the USCCB’s Cur-
riculum Framework for high school students.

Key Features of the Series

Live Jesus in Our Hearts builds on the strengths of our previous series:

* Student books that engage and challenge young people with language and exam-
ples they can connect with and understand.

* Student books that are student-tested for easy navigation and maximum
readability.

* Content that initiates meaningful conversations between teens and their peers, as
well as teachers, mentors, and leaders in the Catholic faith community.

Overview of Jesus Christ and the New Testament

Fesus Christ and the New Testament is the second-semester, ninth-grade course in the
Live Jesus in Our Hearts series. In order to take a fresh approach to the requirements
of the Framework, the first unit of this course focuses on getting to know Jesus as
the fully human, fully Divine Son of God by exploring the synoptic Gospels and the
Letters of Saint Paul. The second unit explores Jesus’ divinity, with an emphasis on
the Gospel of John. The third unit looks at Jesus as the ultimate Revelation of God,
and the fourth unit focuses on the work and role of the early Church in spreading
the Good News. The final unit looks at our own personal call to holiness, service,
and witness to the saving mission of Jesus Christ, covering the required Framework
points in appropriate places along the way. This allows the students to have a deep
understanding of God’s Revelation through the New Testament.

The five units in this course are:

® Unit 1: Jesus and Faith

* Unit 2: Exploring Jesus’ Divinity

® Unit 3: Jesus Reveals the True God
* Unit 4: Jesus and the Early Church
® Unit 5: Following Jesus

Each unit focuses on a different section of the New Testament, requiring the students
to read significant portions of the Bible. The meaning of these biblical texts is then
explored in the student book.

Organization of the Teacher Guide

This teacher guide offers a path for teaching the core content of each unit of the
student book. It incorporates important Understanding by Design™ principles,
such as the use of enduring understandings and essential questions, targeted interac-
tive learning experiences, and the use of both summative and formative assessments.
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These features lead the students to deeper comprehension of the enduring under-
standings for each unit and provide students the opportunities to demonstrate the
knowledge and skills that are related to those enduring understandings.

Each unit in the teacher guides is divided into three basic parts: an overview,
the learning experiences, and handouts.

Overview

The overview provides a large picture of the whole unit and is intended to support
efficient and effective lesson planning. It consists of the following elements:

® Unit Summary This feature provides a quick overview of the core concepts pre-
sented in the unit.

* Learning Objectives This organizational map outlines the key goals of the unit,
the related essential questions, and the key knowledge and skills that the students
will be able to demonstrate as an outcome of unit learning.

* Vocabulary This section offers a list of the vocabulary words that are highlighted
and defined in the unit. The list is divided into three categories: terms for mastery,
terms introduced for later mastery, and terms previously mastered or for general

knowledge.

* Student Book Chapters This feature provides a quick reference to the student
book chapters and Scripture readings that will be covered by the unit.

* Suggested Path to Understanding This section provides an overview of all the
learning experiences offered for the unit and the six facets of understanding that
are addressed in each:

Via generalizations or principles, provide justified and systematic
accounts of phenomena, facts, and data; make insightful connections
and provide illuminating examples or illustrations.

* Assessing Student Understanding This section highlights the options for
assessment offered in the teacher guide and in the online resources.

Learning Experiences

The enduring understandings for each unit are taught through the learning experi-
ences. These learning experiences are engaging, interactive suggestions for covering
content and concepts in ways that address the learning needs of the contemporary
young person. The learning experiences can be revised to best fit your unique learn-
ing environment and should be the basis for preparing daily lesson plans. In general,
each learning experience will take approximately one to two periods of class time.
Each unit follows a similar process for learning:

* Preassessment Each unit opens with a learning experience option for preassess-
ing what the students may already know about the unit topic. This will help to
better target unit lesson planning to meet the unique needs of each class.

* Final performance tasks The second learning experience is always geared toward
reviewing, ahead of time, the final performance task options (creative projects)
available for the students. This takes place early in the unit so that the students
can focus on the knowledge and skills they can use for the final performance task
they choose. You will have to decide the number and kind of final performance
tasks assigned for the course: some teachers assign final performance tasks for most
units, other teachers assign only one or two for each course.

* Core learning experiences The next learning experiences are directly related
to teaching the enduring understandings of the unit. Each enduring understand-
ing will have at least two, and possibly three, learning experiences that engage the
students directly with the concepts related to that understanding.

Handouts

The handouts in each unit are designed to complement the understandings and
learning experiences of the unit. The handouts include a preassessment, a vocabulary
list, final performance task options, rubrics for the final performance tasks, a unit test,
and the core handouts used for the various learning experiences throughout the unit.

vy Introduce the students to unit 1 by sharing the name of the unit,
R s “Jesus and Faith,” and the unit’s focus question, What does it mean to
have faith in fesus? Ask them to number a sheet of paper from 1 to 10.

3. Give the following instructions to the class:

» We are going to do an activity called “Stand Up If” that will
help me determine your current knowledge about Jesus, faith,
and the way we come to know who Jesus is.

» Iam going to read a list of questions about what we will be learn-
ing in this unit. When I read each statement, write your answer on
your sheet of scratch paper. Do not show your answer to anyone.
If you do not know the answer, just write “IDK” on your paper.
You are not expected to know the answers, so be honest if you
really do not know. If you want to guess the answer, that’s fine.

» After everyone has written down their answer, I will say, “Stand
up if you think you have the right answer.” Stand up silently with
your written answer in hand. Do not raise your hand or indicate
that you know the answer. I will just presume you have a good
answer if you are standing.

» I will randomly call on one person who is standing and ask him
or her to give me the answer. I will tell the person if the answer
is correct. If it is correct, everyone with the same answer will
remain standing and everyone else will sit down. If the person
is wrong, that person will sit down and everyone with the same
answer will also sit. Then I will call on another student who
is still standing. I will continue to call on those standing until
someone gives the correct answer, or until everyone is sitting.



4. Begin with the first question on the handout. Feel free to call on
as many students as necessary (or as time allows) to get the correct
answer. If no one knows the answer, tell them the answer without
much explanation. Remind them that this is just a preassessment, a
preview of that they will be learning.

5. Proceed with the remaining questions on the handout, spending as
much time with each question as needed to assess the general knowl-
edge of the group. Each new question begins with everyone sitting. Be
sure to affirm answers that are close or partially correct.

6. Distribute the handout. You may wish to give the students time to
write down the correct answers while the experience is still fresh; or
you may invite them to fill in the answers later, as you work your way
through the unit. The students can keep the handout as a reference
for review at the end of the unit.

7. Summarize the point of the activity by telling the students that they
can look forward to mastering these vocabulary words as you work
through this unit, getting to know who Jesus is and why faith in Jesus
ultimately leads to happiness.

4. Explain the types of tools and knowledge the students will gain
throughout the unit so that they can successfully complete the final
performance task.

5. Allow one full class period for the students to work on the final
performance task. This will allow you to work with any students who
need additional guidance with their project.

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2. Decide if you are having the students compare life and culture in
first-century Palestine to modern-day American society or another
modern-day culture. If you would like to opt for the most stimulating
post-activity dialogue, divide the class in half and have one side com-
pare to American society and the other side to modern-day society
worldwide.

3. Distribute the handout, and give the following instructions to the
students:

» Using the information provided in the left-hand column about
life in first-century Palestine, fill in a word or phrase to note
the similarity or difference between life then and today. For
example, under the heading for “Technology and Machines,” it
says there was no electricity in first-century Palestine. In the
modern-day column, indicate that we do have electricity, and
then note several items that we use daily that are powered by
electricity.

> You may need to use the internet to look up some details to fill
out the modern-day column. You will want to be as specific as
possible, as you may be called on to share your answers in the
class discussion.

TEACHER NOTE

To make the handout more challenging, take out the prefilled information
using the Word version of the handout, located at www.smp.org/livejesus._
newtestament.

4. Allow about 20 minutes for the students to complete the handout.

| Reflect / Oral Tradition: What Really Happened?
Engage the students in an activity that will compare per-
ceptions and narratives of a recent event to the formation

of the Gospels and how each Gospel provides a different
perspective of Jesus’ life and mission. (U2, Q2, K7, S7)

1. @ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read articles 6 and
7 in the student book prior to this learning experience and that they
will have access to their student books (print or digital) during class.

2. Ask the students to think about a recent even that most of the class

is familiar with. Some examples are: a school sporting event many of
them have attended recently, a fine arts performance that has taken
place at school, a recent school assembly, or a significant weather
event that affected many people in their school or local community.
Choose the event that most of the students experienced firsthand and
that generates the most interest among the students.

TEACHER NOTE

Avoid choosing an event that some students might have negative
associations with, such as a school dance that they may not have been
invited to attend.

3. Arrange the students into groups of three or four, and give each

group a sheet of newsprint.

4. Instruct the groups to tell their story about the event. One person

The Synoptics; Similar but Not the Same

2. Begin by reminding the students how the miracle stories in the
synoptic Gospels differ from the Gospel of John. Note John’s empha-
sis on Jesus’ divinity (recall the analogy of the camera from above in
previous article) and John’s use of the word signs instead of miracles.

3. Tell the students the following, using these or similar words:

» Human beings are storytelling creatures. Telling stories about
the things that happen to us helps us to understand their impor-
tance and meaning.

- » Think of a personal story that has meaning for you and that you
\: S don’t mind sharing with others. Try to recall as many details of
)! \( Article 8 the story as possible.

4. Arrange the students into two groups, asking them to form two
circles. The inner circle should face the outer circle. Each student
should be face-to-face with a classmate. If you have an uneven number
of students, two students can move together as one in the outer circle.
Give the following directions, using these or similar words:

» Now that you are facing your partner, those of you in the outer
circle will have 1 minute to share your personal story with as
many details as possible. When I call time, you must stop talk-
ing. When I say, “Begin,” those of you in the inner circle will
have exactly 1 minute to share your story with as many details as
possible. When I call time, you must stop talking.

5. Direct the outer circle to rotate to the right after the first round.
Repeat the storytelling process several more times. Do not rotate all
the way around the circle. Three or four rounds of sharing stories is
plenty for this exercise. Follow up with further directions, using these
or similar words:

» Please return to your seats. Get out a sheet of paper and some-
thing to write with.

» Write the name of your first partner, the subject of their story,
and as many details as you can remember. Repeat this step for all
of your partners. You will have approximately 5 minutes to com-
plete this portion of the activity.

6. Process with the students how they felt when trying to remember all
of the major ideas and details about their partners’ stories by saying

the following:



» How easy or difficult did you find it to remember the names of
each partner in order—and also the main ideas of their stories
and the supporting details?

» Do you think it would have been easier to write the details as the

person was speaking? Would you have preferred to use any other

method to record their story to make it easier for you to remem-
ber the details?

» Were you able to recall some or most of the details by writing
them down after the fact?

» Pair up with a classmate now to review the miracles in the syn-
optic Gospels. We are going to try to find the similarities and
differences between them and perhaps discover why there are
these differences.

Use the chart “Miracles That Appear in All Three Synoptic Gospels”
on page 49 in the student book. Assign each set of partners a miracle,
and tell them to review all three synoptic accounts of their assigned
miracle. They must identify the different details contained in each
Gospel account of their assigned miracle.

Ask each pair to report to the class at least one detail that the three
Gospel accounts covered differently

Conclude by reminding the students that the Gospel writers wrote
at different times and to different audiences. Help the students to con-
nect their experience of recalling and writing down their classmates’
stories, to the work of the Gospel writers in capturing the essence

of Jesus’ life and teachings in ways that would reach their particular
audience. We can learn even more from the Gospels by studying the
differences among them and identifying what they have chosen to
focus on and what they have minimized or left out. You may wish to
emphasize points like the following, using these or similar words:

» Remember how writing the details of your partner’s story helped
you to remember it? The same is true of the Gospel writers.
Writing those stories down helped them to understand the
meaning even more deeply, because they chose the words care-
fully, emphasizing specific details.

» But how could they remember all of the stories? We struggle
to remember just a few details if the story is told quickly or if
we don’t have some way to record it. The human authors of the
Gospels had an important influence in writing down the stories
of Jesus’ life, death, and Resurrection: the Holy Spirit. The Holy
Spirit inspired them and worked through them to tell those sto-
ries so that they revealed God’s saving message to us.

» So, why are the accounts somewhat different? Even though the
four Gospels tell the same basic story about Jesus, the differ-
ences between them are important. The truths the Holy Spirit
wishes to reveal are too deep for any one human perspective to
capture them completely. So each human author, writing for a
different audience, emphasizes a different aspect of Jesus’ sav-
ing work, giving us a more complete picture of God’s will for us
when we read and study all four Gospels.

Provide the students with a tool that will illustrate how
Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition work together
to enable the Church to interpret Divine Revelation.

(U2, Q2,Ks5, Ke, S5, S6)

Note: All the Catechism quotes refer to concepts or terms found in unit 1,
chapters 1 and 2, of the student book.

1. @ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read articles 9 and

10 in the student book prior to this learning experience and that they
will have access to their student books (print or digital) during class.
Photocopy or download and print the handout “Scripture and Tradi-
tion Puzzle Pieces” (TX005993), on pages 51-53, and cut apart the
thirteen pairs of quotes. This learning experience also requires the fol-
lowing supplies:

* thirteen pieces of cardstock or large index cards

* several pairs of scissors

* glue sticks or tape

* ashoebox-size container to collect puzzle pieces

Allow the students to pick a partner for the first step of this activity.
It is important that this step be done in pairs. If you have an uneven
number of students, you will need to step in and be a partner for step
4, or allow one student to work alone for this step only.

Hold up a Bible and a copy of the Carechism of the Catholic Church.
Explain that the Catechism is a reference book for the truths transmit-
ted through Sacred Tradition which, along with Sacred Scripture,
helps us know God’s will for us. Read this excerpt from article 9 in the
student book:

» Some Christians rely on only Sacred Scripture to understand
Divine Revelation. Catholics, however, recognize the author-
ity of both Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition. It is through
both that God is fully revealed and his truth is made known to
us. Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition both come from God.
They are not separate or contradictory; rather, they are two
ways of transmitting Divine Revelation.

. . . Tradition and Scripture are inseparable. “Sacred Tradi-
tion and Sacred Scripture make up a single sacred deposit of the
Word of God, which is entrusted to the Church” (Dogrmatic Con-
stitution on Divine Revelation [Dei Verbum, 1965], number 10).

Distribute the strips of paired quotes, cardstock, scissors, and glue or
tape, one of each to each pair of students. If you have extra strips, just
set them aside. Give the following instructions to the students, using
these or similar words:

» Although Scripture and Tradition are inseparable, we are going
to separate them temporarily for this activity. Cut your two
quotes apart on the line between them, separating the Catechism
quote from the Scripture quote next to it.
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» Now, tape or glue the quotes side by side on the cardstock. Be
sure to leave some space between them!

» Finally, draw a jagged or curved line between the two pieces. You
are making them into a two-piece puzzle. Cut the cardstock on
the lines to create your two jigsaw puzzle pieces. When you fin-
ish cutting apart your puzzle pieces, separate them and put them
in the container.

5. Mix up the puzzle pieces in the container. Then ask all the students to
come up and pick one puzzle piece. If there is an odd number, set the
piece aside in a visible place so that it can be found easily, showing the
class the location in case they are the one who has picked the odd piece.
After everyone has a puzzle piece, tell them that their task is to find the
person who has the interlocking piece. When they find the person, they
will sit down together to form a new partnership. If you have an odd
number of students, one group of three is okay. The person with the
odd piece can choose which partnership they want to join.

6. Tell the students that their two puzzle pieces contain two connected
truths from Divine Revelation. One is from Sacred Tradition (taught
in the Catechism) and one is from Sacred Scripture. Ask them to read
their quotes together and to discuss how they are connected and how
they shed light on each other. Taken together, what is God telling us?

Allow about 5 minutes for this discussion.

7. Ask one pair to stand up. Have one member of the pair read the
Catechism quote and the other member read the Scripture quote. Ask
them to explain what God is saying to us through this pair of quotes,
briefly stating how Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition work
together to teach us about the concept. Repeat with the remaining
pairs of students as time allows.

TEACHER NOTE

You may want to post the reunited pieces in the classroom on a bulletin
board, wall, or poster board.

8. Conclude by emphasizing these or other points, using the following s amemanme e
or similar words:

» The relationship between Sacred Tradition and Sacred Scripture
is like the pieces of an interlocking puzzle.

The students may work individually on the
activity as homework or as an in-class activity, or they may work col-
laboratively in partnerships or small groups.

@ - 4. Read the instructions on the handout aloud, clarifying any questions
TX006204 from the students. This should not be a graded exercise but a tool for

7. Conclude by writing the terms hypostatic union and Christology on the
board, asking for definitions from the class. Explain the following,
using these or similar words:

» Christology is the study of Jesus Christ—the Son of God and
the Second Divine Person of the Trinity—and his earthly minis-
try and eternal mission.

» The hypostatic union is a theological concept used to express the
union of Jesus Christ’s divine and human natures in one Divine
Person. These two natures do not just sit alongside each other;
they are joined so completely that Jesus’ humanity and divinity
are always both fully present.

» Every time we stand and say the Nicene Creed, we affirm Jesus
Christ as both human and divine: “I believe in Jesus Christ, true
God and true man.”

* Paul spoke clearly on the matter of justification—God’s act of
bringing sinful human beings into right relationship with him—
teaching that faith in Jesus is sufficient for justification.

Paul didn’t shy away from uncomfortable issues. He wrote to the
community in Ephesus, challenging them to live in peace and love,
because there was sharp discord between the Jewish Christian com-
munity and the Gentile Christian community.

Paul lived among those he was ministering to and teaching. He
made a living as a tentmaker.

As with the community in Corinth, many of the communities where
Paul established fledgling groups of Christians fell back into their
old beliefs and practices once he left. He wrote to them consis-
tently, both encouraging and correcting.

Faith is the belief in the existence of God. This implies having a
relationship with God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

Faith and religion are so closely intertwined, that we cannot have
one without the other.

Answer Key for Chapter 1 Double-Check Questions

1.

What is the one aspect about Paul’s conversion that makes it such a powerful
example to others?

Paul was a Pharisee who zealously protected and interpreted Jewish
Law. His conversion brought about a radical change in his beliefs and
behavior.

What type of messiab were some people expecting during Fesus’ time?

Many wrongly thought the messiah would be an earthly military or
political ruler, like King David.

Name one of the religious groups fesus encountered and explain its
philosophy.

Pharisees: This group of Jews was known for their strict adherence to
all the laws of the Old Testament. They believed in resurrection.

Sadducees: This group of Jews was largely made up of the elite,
wealthy class and had close ties to the chief priests. They did not
believe in resurrection.

Scribes: These people were scholars and teachers of the Jewish Law
and Scripture. They were associated with both the chief priests and
the Pharisees.

Zealots: These people believed that God wanted Israel to be an inde-
pendent nation again, free from foreign rule. They preached a violent
overthrow of the Roman occupiers.

Give three examples showing how Fesus’ followers abandoned him when
things got tough.

The Apostles fall asleep when Jesus asks them to pray with him. Peter
denies that he knows Jesus three times after Jesus’ arrest. As Jesus is in
agony, dying on the cross, none of his followers are there. Only a few
women watch from a distance.

How does Jesus’ Resurrection transform the meaning of the cross?

Before Jesus’ Resurrection, it was a means of torture and humiliation.
Now it has become a symbol of hope in the Resurrection and life after

death. Through his death on the cross, Jesus Christ saves us from sin
and death.

Why does Mark specifically focus on Fesus’ challenges and suffering?

The Christians Mark was writing for were suffering from persecution,
and some were tempted to deny their faith. Mark’s focus on Jesus’
challenges and suffering help these early Christians understand and



identify with Jesus’ human nature and encourage them to make the
sacrifices needed in taking on their own crosses.

In the Gospel of Mark, Fesus says that whoever wants to be a disciple must
“take up his cross, and follow me” (8:34). Why does Fesus say this?

Jesus wants his followers to know that following him does not mean a
life free of all sacrifice; rather, following him will require sacrifice, but
it is a sacrifice leading to salvation and fullness of life.

Scripture and Tradition are two ways Divine Revelation is communi-
cated to us. They cannot contradict each other, and they support and
shed light on each other.

To whom does Fesus entrust the preaching of the Gospel message? Whom do
they band it on to?

Jesus entrusts the preaching of the Gopsel message to the Apostles.
"The Apostles hand it on to the popes and bishops who succeed them
so that the teaching will be handed down to all generations until
Christ comes again in glory.

When are a pope’s statements taken to be infallible?

A pope’s statements are infallible when he teaches a doctrine related
to faith and morals.

What is Christology?

Christology is the study of the divinity of Jesus Christ, the Son of God
and the Second Divine Person of the Trinity, and his earthly ministry
and eternal mission.

If we overemphasize Jesus’ human nature, we run the risk of reducing
him to just another good moral man or great teacher.

“taking on of the flesh.” It is the mystery of Jesus Christ, the Divine
Son of God, becoming man. In the Incarnation, Jesus Christ became
truly man while remaining truly God.

What do we mean when we use the term hypostatic union?

It refers to the union of the divine and human natures in one divine

person of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.
Explain why God would humble himself to take on flesh and live among us.

God humbles himself to take on flesh in order for us to be able to
relate to him and understand him framed by our own perspective and
experience. He humbles himself to offer us salvation.

What difference does it make that Fesus is true God and true man?

Understanding that Jesus is “true man” helps to guide us to do that
which is right and just. Understanding that Jesus is “true God” means
that Jesus is more than a great teacher or prophet. Because Jesus is
“true God,” we are able to see him as Jesus Christ, Messiah and Savior,
who offers us the gift of salvation.

The Boy Who Loved a Fish

There was a young boy who desperately wanted a
pet. The trouble was that his mother was allergic
to most furry animals, his father didn’t like rabbits,
and they had tried gerbils, guinea pigs, birds, and
other caged animals that all made a mess. He
finally talked them into a fish. A goldfish.

The mother took the boy to the pet store in
hopes of fulfilling his latest request for a pet. Soon
he was carrying home one goldfish, a little box of
fish food, and a small glass bowl. He was excited
to get to know his new pet. He filled the bowl with
water, sprinkled a few flakes, and then stood by
to watch his goldfish that he named Sparky. If
you have ever had a fish for a pet, caught one,
or seen any in an aquarium, you know that fish
don’t usually look very happy. Their mouths
turn downward, their eyes bug out, and their
expressions don’t change much at all. In fact,
they look bored, or downright unhappy.

The boy was sad that his fish seemed
unhappy, and he wondered what he could do
about it. So, he did some chores, saved some
money, and returned to the store. He bought
a bigger bowl, some plastic trees, and one of
those castles that fish are supposed to have fun
swimming in and out of. The boy watched his fish
closely and realized that Sparky swam around
the castle, but never through it. He still didn’t look
like he was having much fun. That upset the boy
even more.

Back to the store a few weeks later, he not
only bought a full aquarium with a pump, he
purchased even more fish stuff—a light, a coral
reef, and a ceramic mermaid.

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Then he had yet another idea. The boy
decided that the fish needed a companion—
another fish to hang around with. If there were
two fish, they would both be happier than if they
were alone. Again, he went back to the pet store,
and this time he bought another little goldfish,
naming her Goldie. Now he watched Sparky and
Goldie swim around and around, not having much
to do with each other. But suddenly one morning
there were baby fish!

Some people call this “surrendering to
God’s will.”

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At the time, many Jews believed the messiah would be an earthly military or political ruler who would
overthrow Rome’s rule and return the Promised Land to the Jewish People.

However, Jesus explained that the Messiah must suffer, die, and be raised from the dead in order to
save the world from sin and death.

Because Jesus is a different type of messiah, it makes sense that he requires a different type of
follower, or disciple.

If Jesus, the Messiah, is willing to suffer, then his followers must be willing to suffer as well.

Though we may not want ourselves or our loved ones to experience the sacrifice that comes with
being a disciple of Christ, sharing in Jesus’ mission means accepting that sacrifice is sometimes part
of that mission.

We are called to accept the sacrifices we need to make, trusting that it will lead to healing in this life
and eternal life with God after death.

To truly live as one of Jesus’ disciples we must accept our crosses—the hardships and sacrifices that
can come with being faithful to God’s will.

If we remain faithful, our Messiah will save us from our sins and deliver us from death.

> In the 1950s, Edward R. Murrow, a well-known radio broad-
caster, hosted a feature called “This I Believe.” Murrow recorded
hundreds of essays from famous and not-so-famous people.
Some essays from that time period were written and recorded
by Albert Einstein, Jackie Robinson (the first African American
Major League baseball player), and Adlai Stevenson (the first
Catholic to run for the presidency in 1952). There was also
a video from a sixteen-year-old-girl, Elizabeth Deutsch, who
expresses her thoughts about her faith and religion, including
her doubts.

» In the early 2000s, National Public Radio brought back the
“This I Believe” feature, which now has over a thousand
essays—many of them 3-minute audio recordings. The follow-
ing are some essays or recordings from the twenty-first century

* A fifteen-year-old Muslim teen talks about wearing the Hijab.
(Essay 42798)

* An African American professor speaks about his belief in God,
a poignant telling of how God replaced his absent father.
(Essay 35)

* A sixteen-year-old young man speaks about “tomorrow will be
a better day.” (Essay 4205)

* A first grader speaks about the top thirty things he believes in.
(Essay 57159)

* A teenage girl writes about growing in her faith. (Essay 75863)

6. Instruct the students to read or listen to one or more of the essays

found on the National Public Radio website (search for “NPR This I
Believe”). There are two options for the final performance tasks: write
an essay or create a recording. The objective of stating their belief in
Jesus Christ is the same, but the students may choose the format.

Allow one full class period for the students to work on the final
performance task. This will allow you to work with any students who
need additional guidance with their project.



TEACHER NOTE

If these final performance tasks, or similar ones, have been completed by
a prior class, place examples of this work in the classroom. This allows

the students to understand how they might effectively approach the

final performance tasks and realize that there is more than one way to
successfully complete the tasks. You may want to consider playing some
of these short podcasts as examples of the “This | Believe” audio essays to
‘ give students a sense of tone, pace, and content.

LEARNING EXPERIENCE 3 (Chapter 5)
Jesus’ Miraculous Signs in Art

{ Interpretk

Assist the students in researching and interpreting artwork
depicting the seven miraculous “signs” that Jesus performs
in the Gospel of John, further deepening the students’
ability to recognize and articulate how these signs reveal
Jesus’ divine nature. (U1, Q1, K4, S4)

1. @ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read articles 20-22
in the student book and chapters 1-12 of the Gospel of John prior to
this learning experience and that they will have access to Bibles (print
or digital) during class. Photocopy or download and print the handout
“Jesus’ Miraculous Signs in Art” (TX006004), on page 101, one for
each student. If students do not have internet access, provide books
of art that include works depicting biblical scenes. Students should be
able to photocopy these print images for completion of the activity
or be able to project the images so that an entire class can see them.
Another option would be to download and print a variety of images of
artwork ahead of time so that students can select their favorite images
from the collection.

2. Direct the students to have their student books and Bibles available
for this learning experience. They will also need devices with access to
the internet or reference books with collections of art depicting scenes

from the Bible.

3. Instruct the students to open their student books to article 22,
“Revealing Jesus’ Divine Nature.” Direct their attention to the chart
on page 120, which lists Jesus’ seven signs and their location in the
Gospel of John. Review key points from the article using these or
similar words:

» Jesus performs seven signs in the Gospel of John. Each sign,
in its own way, reveals that Jesus is the Divine Son of God, the
Messiah.

» The most powerful sign of Jesus’ divine nature is when Jesus
raises his friend Lazarus from the dead. This raising of Lazarus
reveals the power of the Son of God over life and death, a power
only God possesses.

UNIT 2: Exploring Jesus’ Divinity
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The Gospel of John:
The Book of Signs
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» After word gets back to the Pharisees that Jesus has raised Laza-
rus from the dead, they call a meeting of the Sanhedrin. So, this
miracle not only points dramatically towards Jesus’ divinity but
also leads to his death on the cross.

TEACHER NOTE

Another option for reviewing the main points of the chapter is to use
the PowerPoint presentation “Chapter 5 Overview: The Gospel of John:
The Book of Signs” (TX006224), found at www.smp.org/livejesus
_hewtestament.

4. Arrange the students into groups of three to five. Each group will be

creating a PowerPoint, Google Slide, or Prezi presentation, or a set of
small posters with pictures and explanations of the seven miraculous
signs.

Distribute the handout. Review the directions, clarifying any ques-
tions raised by the students. Instruct groups to work in collabora-
tive and equitable ways to research and assemble the ten slides or
posters.

TEACHER NOTE

This activity can also be done in less time by organizing the students into
seven groups with each group assigned to one of the seven miraculous
signs of Jesus. Set up a Google Slide presentation with permission for
anyone with the link to edit. Prepare the title slide and table of contents
ahead of time. Then send the link to all students. Each small group will
work on one slide depicting one of the seven miraculous “signs” given

to them, following the instructions on the handout. Each group will be
responsible for adding the proper citations to the tenth slide. All the
students will have access to the completed slide show.

Circulate among the groups to offer assistance and to ensure that
they are on task.

When all groups have completed their presentations, one or two
members of the groups will share their presentations with the class.

Conclude by affirming the students’ creativity and willingness to
engage deeply with the signs in the Gospel of John. Their work has
illustrated a principle that they will continue to explore throughout
this unit: Close examination of a biblical text often reveals a more
complex message than was originally apparent on the surface. In other
words, things are not always as simple as they may seem!

Bl Prepare by ensuring all the students have read article 23 prior to
this learning experience. Photocopy or download and print the hand-
out “Finding ‘TAM’ Statements in Liturgical Songs” (TX006005), on
pages 102-103, one for each student. You may also want to prepare
and distribute the handout “Finding ‘T AM’ Statements in Liturgical
Songs Answer Key” (TX006006), on page 104.

Provide access to the internet and, if possible, copies of hymnals typi-
cally used in Catholic parishes: Gather, Worship, Lead Me, Guide Me
(GIA publications) Glory and Praise, fourney Songs, Spirit and Song,
Flor y Canto (OCP publications) or Missals with music, such as
Breaking Bread (OCP).

Introduce the students to the concept of liturgical songs by sharing
the following points. Be sure to emphasize that there are guidelines
that composers, publishers, and musicians in liturgical settings should
follow when creating or selecting songs for the Mass and other official
liturgies in the Catholic Church.

» Music is part of the language of worship. It is a way that God
reveals himself to us. Just like all other forms of music, liturgical
music can bring about a deeply personal response from us and
can enhance our relationship with God.

» Sacred music is an art form that can express the beauty and joy
of the liturgy. The more people participate in singing during
liturgy, the more voices are lifted in praise of God. Therefore,
sacred music can bring a deeper level of holiness to the liturgy.

» In order to foster participation by the entire congregation, those
gathered should have the resources they need to participate
(having the words and music in front of them). Liturgical music
should also be memorable and sung in a way that allows them to
participate.

» The words or text of liturgical music must always be consistent
with Catholic teaching and be clearly drawn from scriptural and
liturgical sources. This is a crucial part of the exercise you are
participating in now. When you read the lyrics, ask yourself if
the words reflect what you read in Scripture, How would you
teel about the song if it wasn’t reflecting God’s Word or a spiri-
tual truth?

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Chapter 5 Quiz
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You may also want to point out that the Lectionary, the book of read-
ings chosen for Masses throughout the liturgical year, uses the Gospel
of John most often during Lent and Easter. It is during these times
that Catholics and other mainstream Christian congregations are
most likely to hear songs with the “I AM” statements.

Distribute the handout. If you choose to provide the answer key
for the handout, distribute it at the same time. Otherwise, keep the
answer key as your own reference to guide students.

Choose one of the following options:

a. Arrange the students into groups of two or three, telling them to
follow the instructions on both pages of the handout. Although
group members are expected to collaborate in their search for
songs on the internet or in hymnals, each student will have his or
her own copy to turn in.

b. Arrange the students into six or seven groups, assigning each
group only one “I AM” statement. Consider giving the same group
the two statements, “I am the gate (John 10:9) and “I am the good
shepherd” (John 10:11). Groups will need to collaborate with each
other to fill in song information for all the “I AM” statements.

Instruct the students to find the lyrics for one of the songs they have
selected in hymnals or on the internet to complete the second page
of the handout. Also have them try to locate YouTube videos in which
the song is performed. They can then choose one of those videos to
show to the class. Some of the videos will have visuals accompanying

the song.

Show the selected videos to the class. If it will work with your stu-
dents, encourage audience participation by asking the students to sing
along.

Conclude by affirming the students’ creativity and willingness to
explore liturgical music and its significance in worship. Explain that
their work has illustrated a principle that they will continue to explore
throughout this unit: Close examination of different elements of the
liturgy, such as sacred music, often reveal a more than was originally
apparent on the surface.

TEACHER NOTE

Students can participate in self-assessments using several different types
of Quizlet reviews for each chapter.

Review the handout directions, answering any
student questions that arise.

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3. Give the students enough time to find the passages and to complete

the handout. They may need the remainder of the class period to
finish, or you can assign it for homework. You would then need to
allot time during the next class period to complete the learning
experience. Encourage the students to read the accounts carefully for
details that may only appear in one Gospel. When all the students,
individually or in groups, have completed the handout, proceed to
the next step.

4. Process this activity by asking the following questions:

» Why do you think there are significant differences between the
four Gospels?

» Brainstorm some reasons why the Gospels cover much of the
same material, yet the details may differ.

» What role do you think the audience of each Gospel plays in the
differing details between the four Gospels?

» What positive affirmation about the message of Christ can you
draw from the fact that though details may differ, the essential
content of the Gospels is the same?

5. Conclude by emphasizing the following points, using these or similar
words:

» All four Gospels devote nearly one-third to one-half of their
chapters to the events around Jesus’ last days. Clearly the
authors of the Gospels believed that knowing these events was
crucial for understanding God’s saving plan.

» Though all four Gospels agree on the main events of Christ’s
last days, each has their own unique nuances. Mark high-
lights Jesus’ isolation and abandonment, and Luke empha-
sizes his mercy and forgiveness. But John has the most unique
perspective.

» John portrays Jesus as being in control during the events of his
last days. He is not controlled by others but permits the neces-
sary events to happen. His loved ones are near him on the cross
and he even gives them final instruction before he gives up his
spirit. Through these nuances, John continues to emphasize
Jesus’ divine nature.

Encourage the students to empathize with the thoughts
and feelings of those who encountered Jesus after he had
risen from the dead and his glorious hour continued to be

revealed. (U2, Q2, K7, K8, S7, S8)

@ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read article 26

in the student book and chapters 20-21 of the Gospel of John prior
to this learning experience and that they will have access to Bibles
(print or digital) during class. Photocopy or download and print the
handout “Reenactments of Gospel of John Resurrection Accounts”
(TX006009), on page 108. Cut the handout apart as indicated so you
have instructions for five groups.

Decide whether this learning experience is to be an in-class activ-
ity with time allotted for the creation, performance, and viewing of
the reenactments, or if some parts of the learning experience can be
done outside of class. If time allows, class time provides more struc-
ture and the expectation that this is to be a simple production with
minimal props or costumes. You can also decide whether the groups
will perform the reenactments live in front of the class or film the
reenactments and make them available for viewing by the class.

Arrange the students into five groups of three to five students (some
accounts require more actors). Distribute one set of instructions to
each group.

Give the groups the following instructions:

» Your group’s mission is to reenact the passage you have been
assigned. Begin by finding and reading the passage together.
Discuss what emotions—awe, doubt, fear, confusion—the people
involved might have felt during this event, including Jesus.

» Next decide who will play the Bible characters mentioned in the
passage. Assign one person as your director. If there are other
group members without roles, they can be prop and costume
creators.

» The most important thing is to help your audience understand
the power these events would have had on the biblical people
who experienced them. Try to convey the feelings and emotions
without getting corny or sarcastic. Ask yourselves, “How can we
portray our passage in a way that is authentic?”

» As the directions indicate, feel free to enhance your reenactment
with simple props and costumes. But focus first on the quality of
your acting.

Circulate among the groups to offer assistance and encouragement
as needed. When the groups have completed their preparation, gather
them together and facilitate each group in presenting its reenactment.
Encourage comments and observations after each reenactment, focus-
ing on the emotional and spiritual impact of the event.

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6. Debrief the students about their observations of the Resurrection
accounts in the Gospel of John. Explore with each group the feelings
that each character must have had by asking the following questions,
in these or similar words:

» How do you think your character felt the account of the Resur-
rection that your group reenacted?

» Keeping in mind Jesus’ completely human experience, how do
you think Jesus felt in the account of the Resurrection that your
group reenacted?

» How do you think you would react if the resurrected Jesus
appeared to you today? Explain why you think that would be
your reaction.

» Name some specific ways that you can be a witness to the resur-
rected Christ today?

7. Conclude by guiding the students to the long-term implications of
the Resurrection; how Jesus’ Passion, death, and Resurrection offer a
message of hope for us.

TEACHER NOTE

After the reenactments, consider showing the Resurrection accounts in

the movie The Gospel of John (YouTube, 3:00:00). This would include Mary
Magdalene coming to the tomb (2:40:50) through the epilogue (2:54:00)
Compare the film’s portrayal of the events with the students’ reenactments.

27-29 in the student book and the Letters to the Philippians, Colos-
sians, and Hebrews prior to this learning experience and that they
will have access to Bibles (print or digital) during class.

(TX006010), on page 109, one for each student.



2. Introduce the learning experience to the students, using these or
similar words:

» Saint Paul wrote a number of letters to the early Christian com-
munities. Some of these letters were written while Saint Paul
was in prison (Letters to the Philippians and the Colossians).

» Another writer, probably not Saint Paul himself, wrote to a com-
munity of Jewish Christians to encourage them not to give up
on following Jesus (Letter to the Hebrews).

» Now it is your turn to write to Saint Paul about the letters he
sent and how they apply to you in the twenty-first century.

TEACHER NOTE

Another option for summarizing the chapter is to use the PowerPoint
presentation “Chapter 7 Overview: The New Testament Letters Explore the
Incarnation” (TX006226) (see www.smp.org/livejesus_newtestament).

3. Explain to the students that they will be responding to specific claims
the authors of the Letters to Philippians, Colossians, and Hebrews
made about Jesus Christ. Give these general directions:

* You will respond by writing letters from your modern perspective,
telling the original authors how their claims apply to people’s lives
today.

* Your letters are intended to connect your personal experiences, joys,
and challenges with those of the people to whom Paul wrote over
two thousand years ago.

* These are to be personal letters. You will write in the first person,
using the pronouns “I,” “me,” and “my.”

* The letters will be a homework assignment, but you will be using
class time to prepare.

4. Distribute the handout. Ask the students to read through the instruc-
tions and the list of options on the handout. Emphasize that their
letters must quote at least one verse from the given passage to dem-
onstrate their understanding of the passage and how it relates to their
own personal experience. They can choose to use more verses, but
there should be a balance between scripture and their own thoughts.
They can also ask questions of the letter’s author, and they should feel
free to express doubt, agreement, or even disagreement.

5. Allow the students to silently identify their preference from the six
options. If you wish to be sure the options are evenly distributed, ask
them to circle their first choice and put a box around their second
choice. Make a list on the board of all those who have chosen each
option as their first choice. If one topic has too many students, ask
students to move to their second choice.

6. Arrange the students into small groups of no more than three,
according to the option they chose.

: Deep Dive into the Incarnation
Assist the students in understanding how God and
humanity came together in a unique way in the person

of Jesus and how false teachings about Jesus
jeopardized newly formed communities.

(U3, Q3, K1, K9, K11, S1, S9, S10, S11)

1. @ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read articles 27 and
28 in the student book prior to this learning experience and that they
will have access to Bibles (print or digital) during class.

2. Invite the students to form pairs and to talk about what they felt were

the key points of the reading for this learning experience. Allow the
students several minutes, and then call on volunteers to share what
they discussed. Affirm all correct responses, and emphasize the follow-
ing points:



» The Philippians are a predominantly Gentile-Christian community
that Paul founded. This community is home to many different
religious cults. It is natural that the fledgling community at Philippi
would encounter some challenges from these religious groups.

» Paul is very pleased with the community at Philippi, but he doesn’t
ignore the struggles they are facing, such as a lack of unity. Paul
urges the Philippians to remain steadfast and united in the face
of frightening opposition. He reminds them that the example of
Christ himself should be the motivator to maintain their unity.

» Paul says that disunity comes from selfishness and pride, and
unity is produced by humility and serving others. Paul lifts up
Jesus as the model of humility and servanthood.

» Incarnation involves the highest possible form of being, God,
becoming the lowest form, a slave. Paul’s challenge to the Philip-
pians is to follow Jesus’ example of humility and obedience.

» Paul stresses that Christ’s example of humility and exaltation is
the answer to the Philippians, problem. If they are humble about
serving one another within the community, they will eventually
unite as a community.

» Humility is not weakness. It means seeing every other person as
equal to ourselves in dignity and worth. It means standing up for
your rights and the rights of others. It means putting yourself
at the service of others rather than seeking power and control.
Most of all, it means seeking out God’s will for your life rather
than focusing on your own pleasure and privilege.

» The people of Colossae are being distracted by teachings that take
their focus off Jesus Christ as the sole source of their salvation.

» The Colossians live along a major trade route. The traders bring
their ideas and religious beliefs, including fascination with magic
and spiritual beings. The Christians in Colossae are influenced
by these ideas.

» Paul is a realist and understands that these teachers of con-
flicting beliefs can be very persuasive. He calls their teachings
“seductive philosophy.”

» Paul points out that the major problem with their teaching is
their claim that faith in Jesus Christ is not enough for salvation.

» Paul uses a hymn to reinforce the heart of his argument. These
are the claims he makes about Christ: Christ is God, Christ
shared in the creation of the universe, Christ is the source of our
resurrection, Christ is the source of our salvation.

» Paul uses the term preeminence of Christ to teach us about the Incar-
nation. This means that the Savior comes before all other things.

» Because Jesus is true man, if we are looking for a model to live
by, we must look to Jesus and what he taught and how he lived.

3. Ask the students if they have any remaining questions about this
important doctrine of the Church, and continue the discussion if
necessary.

4. Arrange the students into five groups, assigning each group one of
the priests listed on the board. Each group will do a quick internet
search to find information about their assigned twentieth-century
priest. They should look for basic information about birth, death, and
country of origin, as well as specific ways the priest modeled Jesus in
his ministry.

5. Distribute a sheet of newsprint to each group. Instruct the groups
to write their priest’s name at the top of the newsprint and to record
their findings on the priest underneath. Ask them to write in legible
print, large enough for class to read from their seats.

6. Allow 5-10 minutes for researching and recording. Circulate among
the groups to assist as needed.

7. Call upon a representative from each group to explain to the entire
class who their priest was and how he imitated Jesus.

8. Lead a brief discussion with the students on the lives of these priests,
asking questions like these:

» Based on your research or general knowledge, what was the
motivating factor(s) that led these priests to a life of service and
sacrifice?

» What was the most significant manner in which the priest your
g p y
group researched modeled Jesus in his ministry?

» How did each man demonstrate self-sacrifice?

» How important is it that a priest practice the quality of humility?

9. Encourage (or require as an assignment) the students to write a short
note, either by hand or by email, to a priest in their school, parish, or
community that they think imitates Christ in his priestly ministry.

Each chapter in the student book ends with seven to ten double-check
questions. Here are the answer keys for those questions.

Answer Key for Chapter 5 Double-Check Questions

1.

What are three important differences between the Gospel of Fohn and the
synoptic Gospels?

John portrays Jesus’ divinity far more prominently than the synoptic
Gospels. The Gospel of John is structured differently from the synop-
tic Gospels. The Gospel of John uses Greek philosophical categories
and terms to help describe Jesus, identity more fully.

Why did the early Christians begin worshipping separately from the fews
who did not believe fesus was the Messiah?

The Jews who did not believe Jesus was the Messiah expelled the early
Christians from the synagogues. They would have had to either give
up their belief of Jesus as Messiah or give up their Jewish faith.

Name one of the titles the author of the Gospel of fobn uses to describe fesus
in the Prologue, and describe how this title implies that Fesus is God.

John refers to Jesus as “the Word,” “the light, and “the Father’s only
son.” John presents Jesus as the Word through which all things were
created, thus God chose Jesus as his messenger to tell us about him-
self. Jesus is called the light because, without Him and his sacrifice on
the cross, the world would remain in darkness and sin. Jesus is called
the Father’ only son to allude to the Trinity. Jesus is the only begotten
son of the Father, and he is the eternally begotten son of the Father.
Jesus and God are one and have been in existence for all time.

Why does Jobn call miracles “signs”?

He calls them signs because they point to the identity of the wonder-
worker. That is, they point to Jesus and his divine nature.

What is Jesus referving to when he mentions his hour?

The hour refers to Jesus’ Passion, death, and Resurrection, when
God’s saving work is fulfilled.

What incident causes Jesus to declare that bis hour has arrived?

The Greeks come seeking Jesus, which represents the whole world
coming to find and believe in the Messiah.

What Old Testament occurrence do the “I AM” statements allude to?
They allude to Moses meeting God at the burning bush. In this
Divine Revelation, God tells Moses his name: “I AM WHO AM.”
Name two of Fesus Christ’s “I AM? statements in the Gospel of fobn, and
explain how they are related to Christ’s Divine Personhood.

When Jesus says, “I am the way and the truth and life. No one comes
to the Father except through me” (John 14:6), his divine personhood
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is revealed in that he is connected to the Father in a way that no one
else is. It is through Jesus that people come to know God and have
eternal life. When Jesus says, “I am the good shepherd. A good shep-
herd lays down his life for the sheep” (10:11), his divine personhood
is revealed by Jesus saying that he is shepherding us. We are the flock
that needs looking after, and in his divine personhood, Jesus is willing
to lay down his life and sacrifice himself for us.

3. Name three ways the Gospel of Fohn shows that Fesus is in full control during

his arrest, trial, and Crucifixion.

(1) Judas does not leave in secret to betray Jesus. Jesus sends him out.
(2) At Jesus’ arrest, the soldiers and guards don’t make demands, Jesus
goes out to them and asks who they are looking for. (3) Jesus orders
the soldiers to let his disciples go free, and they do. (4) Jesus inter-
rogates Pilate and lectures him on the truth. (5) On the cross, Jesus
continues to give directions to his disciples and purposely speaks so
the Scriptures are fulfilled.

4. Identify several of the ironies present in fesus’ trial before Pilate.

(1) The Jewish leaders are asking Pilate to kill an innocent man, but
they still follow Jewish Law by refusing to enter Pilate’s house. (2)
Barabbas’s name means “son of the father.” So, the crowds seek free-
dom for the “son of the father,” while seeking the death of “the Son
of the Father.” (3) The Jewish leaders want Jesus killed for claiming
he is the Son of God when it is clear Jesus really is the Son of God.

5. How do the words of Jobn the Baptist, “Bebold, the Lamb of God” (fobn
1:29), come true during the Crucifixion?

Jesus is killed at the same time the Paschal lambs are being slaugh-
tered in the Temple. His body on the cross even resembles a lamb
that has been slaughtered in terms of the vertical and horizontal
beams holding him up. Additionally, his bones aren’t broken, and his
blood is drained just like the lambs’ blood.

6. Describe the reactions of Mary Magdalene and the disciples after seeing the
enpty tomb.

When Mary discovers the stone has been removed from the tomb, she
immediately runs to tell the disciples that someone has taken the body.
Peter and John run to the tomb. John arrives first but does not enter.
Peter enters the tomb and sees the discarded burial cloths. John then
enters and, seeing the empty tomb, he believes. They do not under-
stand what has happened, so they return home.

How is Thomas the Apostle’s reaction to the Risen Christ a sign of Jesus
Christ’s divinity?

When Thomas sees Jesus and Jesus’ wounds, he declares, “My Lord
and my God” (John 20:28).

What does Paul mean in his Letter to the Philippians when be says that
Christ “emptied himself”?

It means he willingly gave up all that was rightly due him because of his
divinity, in order to take on a human nature. It was an act of supreme
humility, the Son of God taking on the role of a servant, a slave.

Why does Paul emphasize Christ’s bumility in the Letter to the Philippians?

Paul emphasizes Christ’s humility as an example for all Christians to
tollow. Humility helps us rely on God rather than ourselves, and it
helps us see all people as equal in dignity. It is crucial for our own sal-
vation and for finding unity in Christian communities.

How does Paul’s approach to addressing false teachers differ in the Letter to
the Colossians from what be did in the Letter to the Galatians?

In Galatians, he directly attacks the false teachers. In Colossians, he
seeks to educate the Colossians so they can reject false teachings.

What does Paul mean when be refers to the “preeminence” of Christ?

This means that Christ comes before all other things. Because Jesus
Christ is true God, if we want to know about God, we must look to
Jesus, who he is, and how he lived. Because Jesus is true man, if we
are looking for a model to live by, we must look to Jesus and what he
taught and how he lived.

What does the “fullness” dwelling within Christ refer to in the Letter to the
Colossians (see 1:19)?

“Fullness” refers to God, who is perfectly complete in and of himself.
Therefore, Christ is God.

According to the Letter to the Hebrews, what makes Jesus greater than the
angels?

Jesus is uncreated and existed before all time. The angels are created
beings.

Who are the Levites?

The Levites are of the Israelite tribe of Levi, tracing their heritage

back to Abraham. They are the ones who offer sacrifices in the Temple
on behalf of the people.

How is the high priesthood of Jesus different from the high priesthood of the

Levites?

As sinful human beings, the Levites’ performed sacrifices that were
imperfect and had to be repeated year after year. As true God and true
man, Jesus’ sacrifice was perfect and complete and never needs to be
repeated.

¢ In first-century Israel, men did not talk to women, especially strangers, in public places.
e Jews did not associate with Samaritans.
e The discussion at the well shows us a person slowly coming to understand Jesus’ true identity.

e John shows the woman’s growth in understanding who Jesus is through the names and titles
she uses for Jesus. First, she calls Jesus a Jew (see John 4:9), pointing out how her people,
the Samaritans, and the Jews do not get along.

e Then she calls him Sir, which shows her first sign of respect for Jesus.
o After Jesus reveals his knowledge of her marriage issues, she calls him a prophet.

¢ Finally, she mentions the coming of the Messiah. She finally understands Jesus’ identity as the
Messiah and rushes to tell others about him.

e The turning point in their conversation comes when Jesus asks the Samaritan woman for a drink of
water. Jesus reveals that our Baptism not only begins our faith journey but also washes away the
sins of the past. The woman hears the rewards that Jesus offers, and she desires to take part in it.

Over the course of the story, the Samaritan woman goes from not knowing who Jesus is at all to telling
others about him and bringing them to faith in Jesus.

John reminds us that we are called to share God'’s love and mercy with all people, even those on the
margins of society and shunned by others.

B. Explain how Jesus is portrayed as the Divine High Priest in the Letter to the Hebrews. How is he both
similar and different to the Temple priests?

The Levites are the priests who offered sacrifices in the Temple on behalf of the people were mere
mortals. Jesus was the Son of God.

The priests and Jesus were both human and could relate to the people, but Jesus was without sin.
Both were called by God.
The priests serve until they die, but Jesus Christ serves eternally.

¢ LINN

The priests serve at the Temple on Earth while Jesus serves at the altar in Heaven.
Both offer a sacrifice for the forgiveness of sins on behalf of the people, including the priests,
but Jesus has no need to do it for himself since he is sinless.

The priests offer the blood of an animal. Jesus offers the perfect sacrifice, his own blood that he
shed on the cross.

The priests offer a sacrifice once every year—they need to keep repeating it. Jesus’ sacrifice was
once for all time and never needs to be repeated.

The Levites are serving the Old Covenant, but they are weak and sinful, so they never perfectly fulfill
the Old Covenant. By perfectly fulfilling the Old Covenant, Jesus establishes a New Covenant with
God’s people.

C. Compare Peter’s actions before and after Jesus’ Crucifixion in John’s Gospel.

Before Jesus’ Crucifixion, Peter is asked three times if he knows Jesus. Peter denies even
knowing him.

After Jesus’ Resurrection, when the disciples recognize Jesus, Peter is the one who jumps out
of the boat and rushes to see him. Peter’s actions reflect the enthusiasm and abandon that all
followers of Jesus should have when seeking the Lord.

Jesus asks Peter three times if he loves him, and Peter confirms it.
This acts as a reversal of Peter’s denials and forgiveness for him.

Jesus then gives Peter an enormous responsibility. He is to tend Jesus’ sheep, the Church,

as the first Pope.

Peter is to follow in Jesus’ footsteps by loving and caring for God’s people. He will follow Jesus’
footsteps all the way to his own death on a cross.

The following learning experiences support the key learning objectives

for this unit. They are designed to take place over the course of several
weeks, but it will be important for you to choose how they will best fit into
your unique learning environment and how they will combine with other
material you wish to use, as you prepare your lesson plans. Typically, each
learning experience takes a day or two of class time. The handouts referred
to in various learning experiences are available as reproducible handouts

Explain LEARNING EXPERIENCE 1 (Unit)

1. Prepare by photocopying or downloading and printing the hand-
out “Unit 3 Preassessment” (TX006015), on page 151, one for each
student. You may also wish to print a copy of “Unit 3 Preassessment
Answer Key” (TX006016), on page 152, for yourself.

2. Introduce the students to unit 3 by asking them to open their student
books to page 172 and to skim through the three chapters that com-
prise the unit, paying special attention to headings, graphics, and bold
face vocabulary words. Allow about 5 minutes for this quick overview.

3. Instruct them to close their books, explaining that they are going to
do an activity that will help you assess how much they already know
about the vocabulary and ideas in unit 3.

4. Distribute the handout. Direct the students to follow instructions on
the handout, using a pen to fill in any answers they think they know.
Emphasize that this is not a graded exercise, but a fun way to see how
much they already know individually, as well as how much the class

knows about the Gospel of Luke and the Trinity.

5. Explain the second half of the activity after they have finished writing
in the terms they know, using these or similar words:

» Please put your pens down, pick up a pencil, and begin to move
around the room trying to find classmates to fill in the squares
that you didn’t know. If you find a classmate who has an answer
that you are missing, they can provide the answer and sign the
square with their initial. Each classmate can only provide one
missing answer.



Allow about 5 to 10 minutes for students to freely circulate the room,
or until most students have come to a dead end in the information
available from their peers.

Ask the students to take their seats, and see who thinks they had the
most correct answers. How many of the answers did they know before
they began to ask classmates? Ask for feedback on questions that were
most difficult and which ones were easy. Tell the students that they
will learn not only these terms but also the concepts and ideas that
relate to the terms, like these:

* how the Gospel of Luke is different from other Gospels
* what role Mary played in God’s plan for salvation

* how Paul’s Letter to the Romans provides more insight into God’s
merciful plan through Jesus Christ

* how to come to a better understanding about the doctrine of the
Trinity as the central mystery of our faith

Explain to the students that some of these concepts may be familiar to
them, but they will have the opportunity to study and experience their
faith in a deeper way than they may have before this course.

Collect the handouts to preassess individuals and the class as a whole.
Return the handouts to the students as a study guide for the end of
the unit.

2. Decide how you want to proceed with the first half of the learning
experience, using the “Mercy or Justice” handout, considering the fol-
lowing options:

a. Students work individually, looking up every passage, determining
whether the passage is about mercy, justice, or both, writing their
answers and brief rationale on the handout, and being prepared to
defend their answers in the class discussion to follow.

b. Students work in groups of three or four with half of the passages
assigned to some groups and the other half to the other groups.
This alternative allows group members to discuss their answers
and rationale in preparation for the large-group discussion.

3. Refer the students to articles 30 and 31 in the student book. Empha-
size that in Luke’s Gospel Jesus reveals God’s mercy and forgiveness
but also reveals God’s judgment toward those who do ignore needs of
those who are poor and vulnerable while gaining status for themselves.

4. Explain the difference between charity and justice, using the list of
Corporal Works of Mercy (charity) on page 179 of the student book
and the explanation of the Parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus as
presented on pages 183-184.

5. Distribute the handout “Mercy or Justice?” Provide the following
directions, using these or similar words:

» You will be reading passages from the Gospel of Luke as indi-
cated on the handout. These passages show how Jesus reveals
God’s mercy and forgiveness and God’s judgment and justice.
After reading each passage, write down on the handout whether
the passage is about Jesus revealing God’s mercy and forgiveness
or about Jesus revealing God’s judgment and justice or both.

If possible, arrange
the desks in a large circle so that everyone in the class can see one
another.

» You will be using the information from the handout that you have
already completed, so be sure to have it with you.

» You are all expected to participate in the discussion, offering
your comments and opinions about the essential question, “Does
God judge us or forgive us?” Reinforce your comments with
examples of how the Gospel of Luke offers answers to that ques-
tion with Jesus’ teachings and actions.

» Though your completed handout is a good starting point, you
are also free to go beyond the handout, giving examples from
the student book, the Bible, or other Church teaching.

» We are all sinners (except Jesus and Mary).

» We have all inherited Original Sin, and because of that we have
an inclination to sin (concupiscence). We are created good, but
we sin and are therefore in desperate need of salvation.

> Saint Paul describes the dire situation we are all in as sinners.
He also offers us hope in reminding us that God proves his love
for us because Christ died for us. Jesus’ life, Passion, death, and
Resurrection have restored our relationship with God.

» Through Christ, God justifies the entire human race. If we
choose to accept that grace, we do so by being baptized into
faith in Jesus Christ.

» We will still experience temptation, but Paul reminds us that
through Christ, we are adopted sons and daughters of God.
Like the lost son, we have been reinstated to our full dignity
as a beloved child of God.

7. Gather the students as a large group when all the small groups are
done with their highlighting. Project “The Order of the Mass Answer
Key” for all to see. Go through the document line by line. Compare
the references on the answer key with the highlighting the students
did together.

8. Elicit discussion among the students to have them explain why they
chose the color of their highlighting when it differed from the answer
key.

» 'This activity will help you become more aware of how each of
you and your peers use these gifts—maybe without even realizing
it. The Holy Spirit works that way—mysteriously but powerfully.

» We can experience the Gifts of the Holy Spirit in a more real
way when we consider the fruits of those gifts, the qualities of a
person that indicate that she or he is living in a Spirit filled way.

3. Review the rules of “Heads Up, Seven Up,” using the following or
similar words (most students will be familiar with this game, often
played in elementary or middle school):

» In this “Gifts of the Holy Spirit” version of “Heads Up, Seven
Up,” seven chosen volunteers will come to the front, and every-
one else will put their heads down, eyes closed. No peeking!

» Each of the seven volunteers will pick one Gift of the Holy Spirit
from the container, while everyone else’s heads are down, eyes
closed. Without showing anyone which gift they have, they will
move among you and each tap one person (on the shoulder gent-
ly) they think demonstrates this gift. They must be prepared to
tell something specific and positive about the person they tapped,
share how that person exemplifies the gift, and then give an exam-
ple of a fruit of the Spirit that could be associated with the gift.

» Ifyou are tapped, put your thumb up while keeping your head
down until all the volunteers are done. Then I will say, “Heads
Up, Seven Up,” and you will stand. You will then try to guess
who tapped you. If you guess correctly, the person who tapped
you will state the Gift of the Spirit and the fruit of that gift that
you possess, giving a specific example from what they know
about you. If you don’t guess correctly, you will remain seated
and will have the opportunity to be chosen again.

R
TEACHER NOTE

If a student is unable to guess the second time they are chosen, have the
student who tapped them identify themselves and say what Gift of the Holy
Spirit they have seen in them. The student who guessed incorrectly does
not become one who selects others, but they do get to hear what gift the
other student sees in them. This is a crucial point in affirming the Gifts of
the Holy Spirit in all of the students in the class. For example, a volunteer
might say, “I chose Nathan for the Gift of Knowledge because he seems

to be very intelligent, and the fruit of that gift is that he is patient when he
helps or tutors others.” Then the two students will change places. If they are
incorrect, they do not change places. After every tapped person has had a
chance to guess, the slips of paper with the gifts go back into the container

for the next round.

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4. Monitor the action for a few rounds, ensuring that every student has
been selected at least once and has had an opportunity to hear from a
peer about the gift they demonstrate. Remind the students doing the
tapping in subsequent rounds that they should practice the gifts of
Wisdom, Understanding, and Piety to select those who have not yet
been tapped or who have not guessed correctly.

Review the characteristics of the Trinity that make them a model for
human relationships, using these or similar words:

» Mary’s role in our salvation begins with her Immaculate Con-
ception. Mary was born without Original Sin and remained
without sin her entire life—a perfect “vessel” for the Son of

God.

» Mary’s role continues with her flat or yes to the angel’s invitation
to bear a child through the work of the Holy Spirit. This event
is called the Annunciation.

» Mary’s role continues as she becomes a disciple of her own son,
following his life and teachings and present at his Passion, death,
and Resurrection.

» Mary’s role continues into eternity. At her death, she was bodily
assumed into Heaven—the Assumption of Mary—where she
prays for all of us as Heaven’s Queen.

Arrange the students into groups that will either remain in one place
or travel between stations (see step 2). Give instructions according to
which option you have chosen for the learning experience. If working
in groups or centers, the students can decide how they will alternate
readers, note-takers, and art critics as they cover all the events on

the slides. Emphasize that they should listen carefully to the reading,
discuss the verses that seem most important, and critique the artwork
in terms of how well it depicts the biblical scene. If the students are
working as individuals, adapt the instructions accordingly.

Answer Key for Chapter 8 Double-Check Questions

1. Give several examples of how the Gospel of Luke teaches us about God’s
mercy.

Jesus related many examples of God’s mercy through parables. The
Parable of the Lost Coin, the Parable of the Lost Sheep, and the Par-
able of the Good Samaritan reveal the God’s mercy is available to all
who seek it. The story of the Penitent Thief and the Lost Son are spe-
cific examples of God’s unending mercy.

2. What is the difference between the Corporal Works of Mercy and the Spiri-
tual Works of Mercy?

The Corporal Works of Mercy address the physical needs of our
neighbors. The Spiritual Works of Mercy aid their spiritual and intel-

lectual needs.

3. What can we learn about God’s justice from the Parable of the Rich Man and
Lazarus?

God’s justice turns the world’s values upside down. God’s justice
requires that we recognize the dignity of all people, especially those
in need.

4. What does living in solidarity mean?

Living in solidarity means we can look beyond our differences and
focus on our common and most important part of our identity—our

dignity as children of God.

5. Why is Mary’s “yes” to God so important to us?

God asks a poor peasant girl to be the Mother of God. He often
chooses those who some consider unimportant to carry out his plan.
Mary’s “yes” is an example for us to willingly be at the service of God.
Also, like Mary, though God may ask much of us, he will always pro-

vide and care for us.

6. What do we celebrate at the Feast of the Assumption?

We celebrate that when the time was right, God took Mary—body
and soul—into Heaven. This special blessing honors Mary’s unique
role as the Mother of Jesus, the Mother of God.

7. How do we receive the justification that God bas offered all of humanity?

Through Baptism, we are cleansed of Original Sin. However, the
inclination to sin, concupiscence, remains. We must choose to believe
in God and accept his offer of salvation, and the way we do that is
through faith in Jesus Christ.

Paul explains that through dying with Christ, we then have the hope
of rising again with him.

Answer Key for Chapter 9 Double-Check Questions

1.

What is monotheism, and why is it important?

Monotheism is the belief in only one God. Monotheism is important
because this is how we come to know the one, true God, who is just
and merciful and loves us unconditionally.

What is idolatry, and how is it manifested today?

Idolatry is the worship of other beings, creatures, or material goods
in a way that is fitting for God alone. Idolatry can take many forms in
today’s society. Anything that we make as a priority in our lives other
than God—money, food, popularity, power, sex, material goods—can
become an idol.

What does Fesus quote in response to a question about the Greatest
Commuandment?

Jesus quotes the Shema: “Hear O Israel! The Lord our God is Lord
alone!” He also instructs us to love our neighbor as ourselves.

What is the central mystery of the Christian faith?
The Trinity. It is the mystery of one God in three Divine Persons.

Explain how the three Divine Persons are inseparable and distinct.

The three Divine Persons are inseparable both in what they are and
in what they do. They are inseparable in what they are because each
Divine Person is fully God—complete, whole, and entire. However,
the Divine Persons are distinct because each carries out the work of
our salvation in the way that is most proper. Also, the Father, Son, and
Holy Spirit are distinct in their origins and their relationship to one
another.

What does Fesus reveal to us about God the Father?

First, Jesus reveals that his relationship with God is filial—that is, a
father-son relationship that is from all eternity. Second, the loving
sense of the word Abba also shows us the intimate nature of the rela-
tionship between the Father and Son. Jesus invites us to share in the
relationship and to call God “Father” ourselves.

We call Fesus Christ our Redeemer. What was a vedeemer in ancient Rome,
and how does that concept apply to the saving work of Christ?

In ancient Rome, a redeemer paid the price to free a slave. Jesus
frees us from the bondage of sin by suffering and dying for our sins.
Because he paid the price for our sins, he is our Redeemer. In his
words and deeds, he demonstrates that salvation is for everyone.

What is the proper work of the Holy Spirit?

The proper work of the Holy Spirit is to continue the work of Jesus.

Ecumenical Councils are gatherings of the Church bishops from
around the world convened by the Pope, or approved by him, to
address pressing issues in the Church. In particular, Ecumenical
Councils of the early Church developed the language that would
reflect, as fully as possible, the depth, breadth, and meaning of the
sacred, revealed truths.

What did the Council of Nicaea declare about Jesus? What belief were they
defending?
The Council of Nicaea declared that Jesus was of the same substance

as God the Father. They were defending the belief that Jesus is both
truly human and truly divine.

What are some of the key doctrines of the Catholic faith stated in the Nicene

Creed?

The key doctrines of the Nicene Creed are these:

® Jesus is consubstantial with the Father (there is to be no doubt that
Jesus is fully divine).

* The Creed expresses a Trinitarian faith in God the Father, God the
Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

® The Creed identifies Jesus’ birth, death, Resurrection, and Ascen-
sion as key events in our salvation.
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¢ The Creed states the four “Marks” or characteristics of the Church:
the Church is One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic.

® The Creed affirms belief in the resurrection of the dead and in the
Last Judgment.

Describe how the three Divine Persons of the Trinity appear at Fesus’ Bap-
tism as described in the Gospel of Luke. What do we learn about their rela-
tionship from this biblical account?

At Jesus’ Baptism, Jesus was quite clearly fully human in the Person of
the Son. The Holy Spirit descended upon Jesus bodily in the form of
a dove. The voice of God came from Heaven and spoke, “You are my
beloved Son; with you I am well pleased” (Luke 3:22). We learn from
this and many other examples that the three Divine Persons of the
Trinity are in a relationship of perfect love.

Rejection at Nazareth (Luke 4:14-30)

Jesus, reading from the Book of Isaiah, states his mission to the people of his hometown: to bring glad tidings
to those who are poor, liberty to captives, and sight to the blind, and to let the oppressed go free. Jesus goes
on to say that “no prophet is accepted in his own native place” (4:24) and then launches into a critique of the
Jewish People, especially the leaders, for not taking care of widows during time of Elijah (see verse 25) and
lepers during time of Elisha (see verse 27), while reminding them that foreigners like the Widow of Zarepath
(see verse 25) and Naaman the Syrian (see verse 27) were taken care of by the prophets. When they hear
this, the people were all “filled with fury” (4:28) and turn on Jesus, driving him out of town and trying to “hurl
him down headlong” (4:29).

This passage is about Jesus’ message of mercy and forgiveness for those who are poor, captives,
and oppressed, yet judgment for those who do not practice justice taking care of the most vulnerable.

Sermon on the Plain (Luke 6:17-49)

Luke’s parallel to Matthew’s Sermon on the Mount focuses on the poor, the hungry, those who are weeping,
and those who are persecuted. Jesus shows his preference for those who are poor, indicating compassion
and a call to justice through the “woes”—to those who are rich and well off yet ignore the needs of those who
are less fortunate.

In this passage, Jesus reveals God’s mercy for those who are poor, as well as a call to justice and
judgment for those who ignore their plight.

Love of Enemies (Luke 6:27-36)

In this passage, Jesus rejects violence and revenge and takes the teaching, “do to others as you would have
them do to you” (6:31), chiding those who only love those who love you (see verse 30) and clearly teaches his
followers to love their enemies. The passage ends with the command to “be merciful just as your Father is
merciful” (verse 36).

In this passage, Jesus reveals God’s justice and judgment as well as God’s mercy and forgiveness.

The Pardon of the Sinful Woman (Luke 7:36-50)

In this scene in Luke’s Gospel, Jesus is willing to be in the presence of a sinful woman at the home of a
Pharisee. The woman weeps, bathes the feet of Jesus with her tears, dries them her hair, and anoints them
with ointment (7:36—-38). When the Pharisee objects to Jesus’ attention to the woman, a sinner, Jesus tells a
story that challenges the host and scolds him for not showing Jesus the same type of love as the woman.

In this passage, Jesus reveals God’s mercy and forgiveness toward the woman, “Your faith has
saved you; go in peace” (7:50) but reveals God’s justice and judgment toward the Pharisees and other
important people at the table.

Healing of the Boy with a Demon (Luke 9:37—-43)

Jesus responds to the desperate plea of a father for Jesus to heal his son, his only child, who is possessed by
a demon.
Jesus reveals God’s mercy and compassion toward the sick and those who care about them.
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Commentary on Mercy or Justice Passages

Denunciation of Pharisees and Scholars (Luke 11:37-47)

This passage shows Jesus challenging and condemning the actions of the Pharisees with a long list their
wrong doings focused on minutiae or rituals while ignoring justice and love of God.
Jesus reveals God'’s justice and judgment toward religious leaders of his time.

Parable of Rich Fool (Luke 12:13-21)

Jesus tells this parable in response to a question about having to share an inheritance. Jesus replies with a
statement about guarding against greed and focusing on a life consisting of possessions (see 12:15). The
parable tells the story of a man who stores up grain and lives by the philosophy of “eat, drink and be merry”
(verse 19). But God has other plans as the man dies that very night. “Thus it will be for the one who stores up
treasure for himself but is not rich in what matters to God” (verse 21). For Jesus, the solution to greed is
sharing.

The parable’s lesson reveals God’s judgment and justice.

Cure of Crippled Woman on Sabbath (Luke 13:10-17)

Jesus cures a woman bent over for eighteen years, but he does this in the synagogue on the Sabbath. The
leader of the synagogue was indignant and challenges Jesus who refers to him as a hypocrite, humiliating his
adversaries while the whole crowd rejoiced (see 13:17).

Jesus shows mercy toward the crippled woman, but rebukes the leaders with a message of justice and
judgment.

Healing of the Blind Beggar (Luke 18:35—-43)

In response to a blind beggar’s plea to Jesus, “have pity on me” (18:39), Jesus stops and restores his sight.
The same people who had been rebuking the man and telling him to be silent now give praise to God (see
verse 43).

Jesus reveals God’s mercy and compassion in this healing in the face of opposition.

Denunciation of the Scribes and the Poor Widow’s Contribution
(Luke 20:45-47, 21:1-4)

This passage of the contribution of the poor widow is often used to encourage giving of our time, talent, and
treasure. And it is a call to stewardship. However, preceding the story at the end of chapter 20 is Jesus’
denunciation of the scribes who love places and things of honor but “devour the houses of widows, and as a
pretext, recite lengthy prayers. They will receive a very severe condemnation” (20:45-47).

Jesus reveals God’s judgment for those whose unjust practices hurt the less fortunate,
like the widow.

Guidelines for Student-Led Discussions

A student-led discussion is one during which the students take the lead and participate among themselves
without the teacher as a facilitator. General guidelines for students in student-led discussions include the
following:

All students are expected to participate, offering comments and opinions about the essential
question determined by the student book unit and chapters or by the teacher.

Students can use notes from reading or class presentations, handouts, or written answers to questions
provided ahead of time as the foundation for student-led discussions.

Students’ contributions should be meaningful and reflective, not just informational. They can also

add something beyond what they read or worked on in class. Make a statement about the material, then
offer an opinion, or a further thought about it, or ask a question about it that does not require a yes or no
or other obvious answer. Example, “What do you think about . . . ?” or “| think . . . because . . .~

Students may agree or disagree with others’ answers as long as they give good reasons for their opinion.
They can also build or add to what someone else has said.

Students may go beyond the class material—as long as comments are relevant to the point of the class
discussion. Students may also make references to other subjects, current events, art, literature, music,
or general knowledge that is relevant and appropriate. References to material beyond the obvious or
expected can earn students extra participation points for substance and creativity.

Students who find it easy to participate in class should refrain from dominating discussion, inviting their
peers to join in by asking questions of them or inviting them to comment on someone else’s thoughts.

Teacher Guidelines for Student-Led Discussions

The teacher’s role is to act as an observer and recorder. Use a pre-printed class roster with room next
to names to record quantity and quality of participation and contributions. Record student comments
for feedback and instructional purposes.

Other guidelines for teachers:

Expectations of specific material be covered or topics to be discussed should be made clear in teacher
instructions. If discussion depends on reading assignment or completion of written work, remind students
to bring notes or written documents to the discussion.

The teacher may ask a particular student to begin the discussion.

The teacher may enter into the student-led conversation to clarify erroneous facts that other students do
not correct among one another.

The teacher may gently move along a stalled conversation or make a suggestion for a new direction of
thought.

Teachers may remind students of the time they have remaining and can let class know that there
are students who have not yet spoken and need to be heard before class or discussion time ends.

If the class is particularly large, consider creating an inside/outside circle. Those on the inside

begin the conversation while the outside circle listens carefully and takes notes on what is being

said. After an appropriate amount of time, students change places. Those who were on the outside

as observers pick up where the inner circle left off. The new outside circle listens and take notes for final
comments.

Consider giving a written option for students who do not contribute at all—due to shyness,
deference to others, or domination of discussion by more extroverted peers. The written option
should demonstrate depth of thought that would be exceptional compared to oral contributions.

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Mary is a young woman whose pregnancy is a dangerous hardship. Joseph, her fiancé, might very
well leave her and, in her culture, an unwed, pregnant woman would be shamed and shunned by her
community.

Mary’s bravery and openness to God'’s will leads to the Incarnation.

Because the baby in her womb is the Son of God and the Son of Mary, fully human and fully divine,
she becomes the Mother of God.

Because of Mary’s complete trust in God, she plays a crucial role in God’s plan for our salvation. She

is the “handmaid of the Lord—God’s servant who is willing to put God’s plan ahead of her own wants.

Mary’s life reminds us that even though God may ask a lot of us, he always provides for us and cares
for us.

Her yes to the angel Gabriel take her on a challenging journey. She will see her baby grow into a
loving son and her heart will break when Jesus’ mission seemingly ends as she witnesses his
Crucifixion.

Despite all these things, Mary’s faith in God never wavers. She teaches us an important spiritual truth:

God never asks us to do something without giving us the grace we need to handle it.
God'’ grace also helps Mary in her role as the first disciple. Mary is the most faithful follower of Jesus.
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B. Explain Paul’s teachings about justification.

Paul describes the dire situation all humans face and how Jesus Christ rescues us from it. God is a
just God. This means that our offenses—whether against him or against other people—need to be
made right.

e The problem is that on our own, we have no possible way to make up for having offended—sinned
against—God.

e Paul says that Adam’s sin set in motion a wave of sin throughout all of humanity. It is something we
all inherit. Original Sin wounds our relationship with God and gives us the inclination to sin, called
concupiscence.

e The entrance of sin into the world brought with it death, something none of us can escape. Although
we are created good and are meant for eternal glory with God, we still have sinned and therefore are
in desperate need of salvation.

e Paul says the source of our hope and salvation is God’s infinite mercy.

e Jesus' life, Passion, death, and Resurrection have restored our broken relationship with God.

e Christ became the ultimate and eternal sacrifice for the forgiveness of our sins. In accord with God’s
mercy, we have been reinstated as sons and daughters of God through Christ’s Incarnation.

e Paul compares the impact of Adam’s sin and the impact of Jesus’ sacrifice in these powerful verses:
“For just as through the disobedience of one person the many were made sinners, so through the
obedience of one the many will be made righteous” (Romans 5:19).

e Paul explains that through Baptism, we die with Christ. This means that we die to our old way of life.
We then have the hope of rising again to eternal glory with him and with God the Father.

C. Why did the Council of Nicaea meet? What was their response to this issue? How did the Council of
Constantinople continue their work?

e By AD 325, Arius’s false teaching that Jesus was more than an ordinary human but less than God was
cause for the bishops to come together at the Council of Nicaea.

¢ At Nicaea, they declared that God the Son is “of the same substance” as God the Father. In other
words, Jesus is truly God.

e The Council of Nicaea also produced the first draft of what is now known as the Nicene Creed.

e The Creed expresses a Trinitarian faith in God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit; it
identifies Jesus' birth, death, Resurrection, and Ascension as key events in our salvation; it states the

four "Marks* or characteristics of the Church: the Church is One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic; and it
affirms belief in the resurrection of the dead and in the Last Judgment.

¢ At the Council of Constantinople, they made some changes and finalized the creed.

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5. Point out the three columns as you explain that unit 4 will help them
understand:

» Column 1: How the Church grew from a small community of
frightened Jewish disciples in Jerusalem to a religious movement
with thousands of believers throughout the Roman Empire. The
Acts of the Apostles tells the stories of this early period.

» Column 2: How the first Christians faced a number of chal-
lenges as they tried to understand and live the teachings and
values of Jesus. Those challenges are not so different from chal-
lenges we face today. The New Testament letters can provide
guidance today in meeting those challenges.

» Column 3: The Book of Revelation is not a prediction of the
end of the world but communicates God’s love and supreme
authority. The book assures us that good triumphs over evil and
that there is a life everlasting.

6. Call on individual students for the main topics or ideas they found
in their preview of each chapter beginning with chapter 11. Jot down
their ideas in the appropriate columns. The list does not have to be
exhaustive. If the list begins to become too detailed, emphasize that
you are looking for main ideas.

Each group of five to seven students will need a video recording
device such as a smart phone, iPad, or laptop with a camera. If pre-
terred, this learning experience can be done as a live skit instead of a
videotaped broadcast.

Review the following summary points with the students:

» Pentecost was a major event in the life of the Church, having
an impact on everyone who was present in the upper room,
and those who were in the vicinity celebrating the Jewish feast
of Pentecost. Over two thousand years later, the Church owes
its existence to the events that happened on that day, which is
why Pentecost is sometimes referred to as the “birthday of the
Church.” It is good to go back and revisit our roots, which this
learning experience will help you to do.

Distribute the handout. Write the following on the board, explaining
that any good news reporter should ask the following basic questions
when covering an event.

® Who? Who was there in the upper room? Who was outside?
® What? What happened? What does the account in Acts say?
® Where? Where were the eyewitnesses? What city? What place?

* When? When did this event occur? Anything else going on at the
time? What time of day?

e Why? Why did all these things happen?

Call upon individual students to read aloud the account of Pentecost
in Acts of the Apostles (1:13-14, 2:1-15). As the students read the
story, stop and elicit from them the answers to the questions on the
board, and any other details they think are important. Ask them to
stick with the facts as presented in the Acts of the Apostles account.
While you are writing the answers on the board, the students should
be filling out the answers to the questions on their handout.

Explain these directions to the students:

» This learning experience will give you the opportunity to
“cover” the story of the original Pentecost as a broadcast.
Your mission is to create an “Eyewitness News” account of the
events of Pentecost interviewing the participants who were
eyewitnesses to the event—both those in the upper room and
those who witnessed the aftermath of what happened in that
room on that day.

» You will be assigned to groups that will be making video record-
ings to present to the class, using your smart phones or other
video recording devices. Your group members will need to take
on the following roles:
¢ director/producer

* videographer / video editor
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* reporter
® interviewees
o Mary
o one or more of the Twelve Apostles who was there

o one or more of the “devout Jews” who was outside the
upper room

» You will be assigned to groups that will be making video record-
ings to present to the class, using your smart phones or other
video recording devices. Your group members will need to do
the following:

¢ Review the questions and answers on your handout. You will
need to stay true to the Acts of the Apostles account.

¢ Discuss and write a list of interview questions that the
reporter will ask the “eyewitnesses.” You can ask about how
they felt, or what it was like, what they thought about their
experience of the event, what they think these events meant.
Answers to the questions can be extemporaneous and can add
details to the story that may not be in the Acts account. But
added details should be reasonable and appropriate. Humor is
acceptable, but it should not be irreverent or irrelevant.

¢ Decide the name of your TV station or network and how you
will lead into the story.

¢ Decide and procure any props or simple costumes—for
example, a fake microphone, a scarf to use as a veil, or simple
tongues of fire from colored paper.

6. Arrange the students into groups of seven or eight. Allow them about
10 minutes to prepare filming and about 30 minutes for the actual
recording.

7. Ask the videographers to send the video to you for review. The videos
can then be shown in class as time permits—same day or the following
day of class.

8. Follow this activity by reminding the students that the books of the
Bible contain many different kinds of writings. In the Book of Acts, we
find stories about real, historical events told from a faith perspective.
We might not know exactly what it was, but something marvelous and
miraculous occurred that transformed the confused and frightened
Apostles into courageous and effective evangelists.

You can turn this into a bigger project by asking the students to use
I-movie or other movie making software to edit the videa and add music,
graphics, or other features to it.

LEARNING EXPERIENCE 4 (Chapter 1)
Who Are These People?

Empower the students to walk in the shoes of the people
who were part of the story of the growth of the Church
from its beginnings by reading their stories and becoming
familiar with how the Holy Spirit was at work in their lives.

(U1, Q1, K3, K4, S3, S4)

1. @ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read articles

43-45 in the student book prior to this learning experience, and that
they will have access to Bibles (print or digital) during class. Photo-
copy or download and print the handout “Who Are These People?”
(TX006039), on page 229, and “Guidelines for Student-Led Discus-
sions” (TX006020), on page 160, one of each for each student.

Review these points from the readings:

» After Pentecost, the Church began to grow and prosper through
the efforts of not only Peter and Paul but also the people they
encountered, traveled with, healed, and converted. The Holy
Spirit worked through these people too, continuing the growth
of the Church. The Acts of the Apostles tells some of their sto-
ries, often with just enough detail to intrigue us.

» Through this activity, we will learn the story of these early
Christians and how the Spirit moved through them and with
them so that the message of Jesus Christ spread rapidly.

Distribute the “Who Are These People?” handout. Explain the
instructions and ask a student to read aloud the example of Aeneas’s
story from the handout. Then read Aeneas’s biblical story in Acts
9:32-25, and compare it with the imaginary narrative. Point out that
the first-person story stays true to the passage in Acts, while adding
some details in the voice of Aeneas.

Assign the names of the people on the handout to the individual
students. The students who have characters that appear together in
the story (e.g,. Aquila and Priscilla) can discuss the passage together.
However, each student should have his or her own first-person narra-
tive in the individual “voice” of the character.

Direct the students to look the person up online to find the passage
where she or he appears. Instruct them to take a few minutes to read
passage and to use the internet, biblical encyclopedias, or commentar-
ies to find out more details about the story.

Allow time in class for the students to write their narratives, or assign
the writing as homework, giving further instructions about whether
the narratives should be typed or handwritten and how they are to be
submitted if you are grading them.

Consider using the narratives in one or more of the following ways:
* Collect the narratives and grade them.

* Arrange the students in pairs to tell their stories to each other.



* Arrange the students into groups of four or five for first-person
“in-character” conversations about how the Holy Spirit moved
through these people, or how these people rejected the invitation
to be disciples.

* Conduct a student-led class discussion with the students speaking
as their characters. The students can make name tags or tent cards
to identify who they are. Distribute the “Guidelines for Student-
Led Discussions” handout. Provide several questions to start and
keep the discussion going:

o What was the role of the Holy Spirit in your faith life?
o Talk about any interactions you had with Peter or Paul.
o Were you ever afraid of being a Christian? Why?

o How did you feel about allowing Gentiles to become part of the
Church without becoming Jewish first?

o What would you like to say to young people today about being a
disciple of Jesus?

TEACHER NOTE

Add to the reflection aspect of this learning experience by asking the
students to write their own first-person story of how the Holy Spirit has
been present in their life, giving at least one specific example. Point out
that the people in the Acts of the Apostles may not have been aware of the
movement of the Spirit until later, when they had a chance to reflect on
things that had happened to them.

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2. Review the content of article 47 with the students. Some main points

to emphasize include these:

* Praying for wisdom, even before we get into difficult moral situa-
tions, is an important practice for living the values of Jesus.

* When dealing with real-life situations of tension and anger, we
must try to listen, think, and apply the values of Jesus thoughtfully
and lovingly. If we could treat one another with love and respect,
rather than lashing out in anger or defense, our relationships would
be much improved.

* Faith without the everyday good works is a dead faith according to
the Letter of James. We live out our beliefs with our actions, not
just our words.

TEACHER NOTE

Consider using the PowerPoint presentation “Chapter 12 Overview: The
Early Church Responds to Challenges” (TX006261) to review the main
points of the chapter (see www.smp.org/livejesus_newtestament).

Distribute the handout to the students. Emphasize that they will not
be graded on their answers, but they will be discussing them with the
class. Allow 5-10 minutes for the students to complete the handout
individually and silently.

TEACHER NOTE

If you wish to get immediate feedback about each of the twenty-five

issues on the handout, use an online program like Poll Everywhere. Use the
Survey feature to construct a poll that can be used in multiple classes. The
students will answer the questions (anonymously) online instead of on the

4. Ask a student to choose a random number between 1 and 25, and

then go to that statement on the handout. Choose one of the follow-
ing ways to get the class feedback on the issue.

* If the students have taken the survey online, proceed to the results
of the class opinion for that numbered item.

* If the students have filled out the print copy, divide the class by
rows or small groups, and appoint a captain for each group, prefer-
ably a student who is good at math. The captain will ask members
of the row or group to hold up fingers to indicate their answers to
the numbered item, add them and divide them by the number of
peers in the group to arrive at an average. Post the answers on the
board, and then come up with a class average. The exact average is
not important, but an approximate number is useful for how much
agreement or disagreement there is within the class.



5. Discuss the statement, eliciting the students’ diverse opinions on the
issue. Take time to recall specific teachings or actions of Jesus that
might clarify how each issue or situation measures up to his values.

6. Ask for another random number and repeat the process for each issue.

Eventually, the students will begin to give numbers for the issues they
want to discuss. Cover as many issues as time allows.

7. Conclude the discussion by making the following points:
» We often think of morality as the obvious things that are right

or wrong, but living the values of Jesus is about forming our
conscience on a continual basis, asking ourselves how our daily
actions might measure up to the values of Jesus.

» Although “everybody’s doing it” may seem to make an action or
behavior okay, the Gospel requires us to think beyond what “the
group” finds acceptable and to look at truly authentic human
values revealed by God through Jesus.

» Discussing personal issues like these from different perspectives
can help us to think critically about them. Scripture and the Tra-
dition of the Church then helps us to decide how they measure
up to the values of Jesus.

2. Review article 48 with the students. Depending on the students’ level
of understanding of social justice, you may also want to make these
additional points to clarify what is meant by just and justice:

» There is a difference between charity (direct action) and justice
(addressing the root problem.) The Letter to Philemon illus-
trates the difference. Paul makes a request of his friend Phile-
mon to forgive his runaway slave Onesimus and to grant him his

freedom. Paul’s request is an example of charity, a direct action
that benefits one or more individuals.

» Justice, however, would address the practice of slavery itself as
wrong—that is, an unjust social institution. Thus, the Eman-
cipation Proclamation was a just law, although some people,
especially slave owners in the South, did not see it as justice at
the time. Martin Luther King Jr. fought for more just laws for
minorities and for the poor one hundred years later.

» A social institution or a cultural practice is just when it is moral,
the right thing to do, and in line with the values of Jesus. But
sometimes we are blind to justice when it conflicts with “the way
things are,” or what seems to be in our own self-interest.

» Itis important not only to consider personal morality issues (like
those in the previous learning experience) but also to critically
think about social issues, discuss them in a respectful way, and to
confront social injustices when they appear in our communities.

» Social justice issues are not always easy to think about or discuss.
Adults often disagree, especially when it comes to laws that try to
help society be more just. Think about how civil rights laws changed
the status quo and helped to bring about more justice for African
Americans. Or conversely, how unjust laws discriminated against
Jews in Europe during World War II, leading to the Holocaust.

Distribute the handout, directing the students to read the instruc-
tions. Answer questions about the activity and clarify any confusion
about the proposed laws listed on the handout. Allow 5-10 minutes
for the students to complete the handout, emphasizing that they will
not be graded for their opinions. However, they do need to give rea-
sons for those opinions.

Arrange the students into six groups, assigning one proposed lawto
each group. Give the following instructions:

» Your group is a committee of a legislative body that will decide
whether the proposed law is just and should be brought to a vote
before all members of the legislature (the class). If members of
your committee disagree, try to come to a consensus by making
any necessary changes, exceptions, or additions to the proposed
law. Be prepared to explain your reasoning and why your final
proposal is a just law. Everyone in the group should be prepared, if
called on, to defend the group’s final proposal. Proposals should be
brief, taking no more than 1 minute to present.

» Ifyour group decides fairly quickly that the law is just as is, then
prepare three defense points to counter those who might say the
law is unjust. In other words, be prepared to defend your law as
it is written.

Allow about 15 minutes for each group to prepare its proposal.
Then call each group to the front of the class to present its proposed
law. Allow questions and debate from the class for a maximum of 5
minutes.



TEACHER NOTE

Use a polling app to conduct a vote on the proposed laws after all the
groups have had a chance to present.

6. Conclude the activity by making the following points:

» Though there are many voices in the media and in politics giv-
ing us their opinions about justice issues, Catholics are called to
inform their conscience—calling on Scripture and Tradition—so
that we can live out the values of Jesus personally and as a society.

» The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops provides
resources about social issues. Sometimes bishops write in the
form of a pastoral letter, just as Paul wrote to Timothy and
Titus. The United States Bishops have written letters on racism,
immigration, economics, domestic violence, the death penalty,
war, and other topics. These letters help Catholics to know
what the Church teaches about justice in light of Scripture and
Tradition.

» Popes also write letters called encyclicals. Many encyclicals are
about social justice issues. Pope John Paul II’s encyclical “The
Gospel of Life” (“Evangelium Vitae,” 1995), covers many pro-life
issues including abortion and the death penalty. Pope Francis’s
first encyclical, “On Care of Our Common Home” (“Laudato
Si°) 2015) is about the climate and the moral mandate to care

for the Earth.

» The Catechism of the Catholic Church is another resource that
Catholics can reference to make sense of the moral principles
underlying moral and social issues.

TEACHER NOTE

2. Review some key points from articles 49-51 in these or similar words:

» In order to truly understand the Book of Revelation, we must
first understand what it is not. It is not a checklist for the events
leading up to the end of the world. It is a message about God’s
providence—that is, God’s divine care and protection.

» Revelation is a literary style called apocalyptic literature. This
type of writing is very symbolic, usually involving visions of other
worlds, in this case, Heaven. What sets the Book of Revelation
apart from other types of apocalyptic literature is its focus on Jesus.

» In Revelation, John writes letters to seven churches in seven dif-
ferent cities. They all have one or more of these three problems in
common: (1) persecution, (2) false teachings, and (3) complacency.

» Much of the Book of Revelation is written in code. The sym-
bolic signs and symbols used in the book meant something to
John and to the people in the seven churches, but other people
would have little idea what it was about. So, the Book of Revela-
tion should not be read literally. Symbolic numbers, colors, and
animals all play a part in the message of the Book of Revelation.

TEACHER NOTE

You may want to use the PowerPoint presentation “Chapter 13 Overview:
Revelation: Christ’s Ultimate Triumph” (TX006262) to review key points
from these articles. (see www.smp.org/livejesus_newtestament).

3. Demonstrate for the students how to create an acrostic from their
assigned vocabulary words. For these vocabulary words, the students
will need to find significant terms and phrases from the biblical text of
Revelation.

Allow about 15-20 minutes for this collaborative effort as the stu-
dents compose and then print or write out the message on paper, roll
the paper and tie it up with a string, ribbon, or rubber band, and then
exchange messages with another group. As each group receives a mes-
sage, their job is to decode it on a separate piece of paper. Groups can
work together if they get stuck or want to confer with the group that
wrote the message about what they have decoded.

Ask the groups to turn in their messages and their decodings. Read
as many as time allows.

Summarize the objective of the activity, making these points:

» Writing in code can be a fun way to communicate with your
friends. But writing in code for the early Christians was a neces-
sary way for them to protect their communities from persecution.

» The symbols and codes that are used in the Book of Revelation
can be interpreted as foreboding or frightening. In reality, the
author tries again and again to communicate with new Church
communities to warn them of false teachings and to encourage
them to keep their faith in Christ.

Answer Keys for Chapter 11 Double-Check Questions

1.

The Holy Spirit is manifested on Pentecost. Why is this significant?

The Jewish Feast of Pentecost celebrates when the Israelites first
entered into their covenant with God, fifty days after they had left
Egypt. Now fifty days after Jesus’ Resurrection marks the beginning
of a new Pentecost. This is significant because the Old Covenant God
made with the Israelites at Mount Sinai is fulfilled by the New Cov-
enant God is making with people from every race and nation at this
new Pentecost. Just as the people of Israel became God’s people that
day at Mount Sinai, now people of all nations become God’s people in
the new Pentecost.

What are four characteristics of the early Church that Luke describes shortly
after Pentecost?

The characteristics are: (1) they studied the teachings of the Apostles,
(2) they shared in communal life, (3) they celebrated the breaking of
the bread, and (4) they prayed together.

Name three things we can learn from Peter’s encounter with the beggar.

(1) If we have faith in Jesus, anything is possible (even the healing of
a man crippled since birth). (2) Giving witness to the power of Christ
(as Peter does when he tells the crowd that the crippled man was
healed not through his power but through the power of Jesus) will
bring other to believe in God). (3) Sharing our faith in the power of
Christ may not always be well-received. (Peter and John are impris-
oned for preaching and teaching in Jesus’ name.)

How does the Holy Spirit use Saint Stephen’s martyrdom as a means to
spread the Gospel?

After Stephen is killed, believers flee the region in fear. This results
in their spreading the Gospel message farther and wider than ever
before.

Explain bow the visions of Peter and Cornelius are related.

Cornelius is a God-fearing Gentile who has a vision to invite Peter
(whom he has never met) to come to his home. Shortly after, Peter
has a vision in which God declares all food clean, meaning it is okay
to eat food forbidden under Jewish Law. Peter follows the direction
of the Holy Spirit and accepts Cornelius’s invitation. When Peter
witnesses the deep faith of the Gentile Cornelius, he comes to under-
stand his own vision, that the Gentiles should no longer be consid-
ered “unclean.” God shows no partiality, therefore Baptism should be
offered to the Gentiles.
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How do the people of Lystra react to Paul and Barnabas’s mivacle and
preaching?

When Paul and Barnabas visit Lystra, they are treated like gods,
namely Zeus and Hermes. The people believe that Paul and Barnabas
are gods because Paul miraculously heals a lame man. Paul uses the
opportunity teach the Gentiles to leave behind their idols and follow
the One True God. Unfortunately, people arrive from the previous
cities Paul and Barnabas have visited and convince the crowds to have
Paul stoned. Paul and Barnabas’s preaching has a powerful effect on
people: they are either attracted to their message or very threatened
by it.

Where was the first Ecumenical Council, and what did it decide?

The first Ecumenical Council was held in Jerusalem. The major issue
before the Council was whether Gentiles had to be circumcised and
follow all the precepts of the Mosaic Law in order to become Chris-
tians. The Council decided against this, but they did require Gentiles
to avoid worshipping idols, entering into unlawful marriage, eating
meat from strangled animals, and consuming blood.

Explain Paul and bis companion’s typical process upon arriving in a new
city.

(1) If there is a Jewish synagogue in the city, Paul first preaches the
Good News in the synagogue. (2) If he doesn’t get a friendly recep-
tion at the synagogue, he will then preach in a public square. (3) The
Jews and Gentiles who accept the Good News become Christian
communities—the first churches. Paul and his companions teach
them a new way of life. (4) They appoint presbyters and overseers
to guide the community in their absence. These presbyters are what
we call priests and bishops today. (5) Then Paul and his companions
move on to another city—although sometimes one or two stay with
the young community to continue providing guidance and support.

Fesus promises that bis message will be preached to the ends of the Earth.
How does the author of the Acts of the Apostles show that this happened?

Acts ends with Paul arriving at Rome and preaching the Good News.
Rome is the capital of the Roman Empire, which extends across the
known world.

Answer Keys for Chapter 12 Double-Check Questions

1.

Why do we refer to the Letters to Timothy and Titus as the Pastoral Letters?
How are they different from the other letters we’ve studied so far?

They are addressed to pastors and give guidance on pastoral issues.
These letters are addressed to individuals rather than communities.
What are the main themes in the Letters to Timothy?

As a leader, Timothy must fight against false teachings and encour-
age people. The letters also provide guidelines for who should assume
various roles in the community.
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What are the main themes in the Letter to Titus?

The various members of a community need guidance on how to live
as Christians. This letter advises the leader, Titus, on how to teach
those members.

What does fames tell us to do if we lack wisdom?

We should pray for wisdom and faithfully expect to receive it from
God.

How does James help clarify a misunderstanding about Paul’s teaching
regarding faith and works?

James argues that faith without works is dead. When Paul discusses
justification by faith alone, he is referring to the inability of good
works to save us. James complements Paul’s teaching by pointing out
that true faith means a changed heart, which is manifested by a life
devoted to the good of others.

How does the Letter of James help lay the foundation for the Sacrament of
Anointing of the Sick?

In James 5:14-15, we see the foundation for the Sacrament of Anoint-
ing of the Sick: “Is anyone among you sick? He should summon the
presbyters of the church, and they should pray over him and anoint
[him] with oil in the name of the Lord, and the prayer of faith will
save the sick person, and the Lord will raise him up. If he has com-
mitted any sins, he will be forgiven.” Indeed, this is very similar to the
essence of the sacrament today.

Who does Paul want to welcome Onesimus back as a brother in Christ?

Paul wants both Philemon and the Christian community that meets at
his home to see Onesimus as a brother instead of a slave.

What persuasive techniques does Paul use to argue for Onesimus’s
freedom?

Paul praises Philemon’s faith, talks about how much he has grown to
love Onesimus, and reminds Philemon that Paul is an old man and in
prison. Paul asks Philemon to welcome Onesimus back as a free man
as a personal favor based on their friendship. Paul even offers to pay
Philemon for anything that Onesimus owes him.

What is the Book of Revelation about?

The book is ultimately a message about God’s providence, the call for
endurance, and the promise that Christ will triumph over evil in the
end.

Describe the characteristics of apocalyptic literature.

Apocalyptic writing is very symbolic, usually involving visions of other
worlds (for example, Heaven). It is a literary genre that is typically
written during a time of persecution.
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Why does the author of the Book of Revelation use signs and symbols?

The signs and symbols in the Book of Revelation are a characteristic
of apocalyptic literature. One reason for their use was that it probably
prevented the Romans from understanding the book. It was kind of
like a secret code.

What is the symbolic meaning of the numbers 3, 7, 12, and 1,0002

The number 3 means divine perfection, referring to the Trinity. The
number 7 also signifies perfection. The number 12 symbolizes reli-
gious completeness and harkens back to the Twelve Tribes of Israel
and the Twelve Apostles. The number 1,000 symbolizes ultimate com-
pleteness, a very large number.

What two empires does Babylon refer to in the Book of Revelation?

Babylon is code for the Roman Empire, which is now persecuting the
Christians. Babylon was the empire that, like Rome, once destroyed
the Temple in Jerusalem.

Describe the two judgments that take place after death.

Particular Judgment refers to the moment of our death when we stand
before Jesus Christ. Particular Judgment has three possible outcomes:
Purgatory, Heaven, or Hell. Final Judgment occurs at the end of time,
after the resurrection of all the dead, when the graves are all opened,
and our souls are united with our incorruptible bodies.

Why do we say that God does not “choose” who goes to Hell?

Individuals themselves willfully choose Hell by rejecting God’s offer
of grace and refusing to repent for their sins during this lifetime.
What is the greatest motivator for doing God’s will?

The greatest motivator for doing God’s will is love of God.

What is evangelization?

Evangelization is proclaiming our faith in Jesus Christ and the Good
News of his life, death, and Resurrection through word and deed.

By
rejecting God’s grace, we can
condemn ourselves to separation
from God for all eternity.

e The average person descends to a place
of punishment and or purification,
generally referred to as Gehenna.

die, we are punished by the very demons
that we created.

e Some view Gehenna as a place of
severe punishment, like Hell. Others
see it has a time when we can see our
actions objectively, and experience
remorse for harm we have done.

The following is a list of the enduring understandings for unit 4. Demonstrating your grasp of one or more of
these understandings will be essential to successfully completing your chosen final performance task. See the
descriptions below to understand the specific elements that will be required for each option.

e The Acts of the Apostles tells how the Church, emboldened by the Holy Spirit, grew from a small
community of frightened Jewish disciples in Jerusalem to a religious movement with thousands of
believers throughout the Roman Empire.

e Many of the New Testament letters challenged the first Christians to be faithful in living the teachings and
values of Jesus; they are still relevant today.

e Rather than predicting the end of the world, the Book of Revelation communicates God’s love, care, and
protection through signs and symbols, assuring us that good will triumph over evil and that we have hope
for everlasting life.

Option 1: Investigative Reporter on the State of the Church

Imagine that you have been asked by your school or diocesan news organization to report on the state of the
Church in the twenty-first century as part of an evangelization project, meaning you must research and report
on questions like these: What are the joys and challenges that the Church faces today? How do people today
live the Good News and share the Good News of Jesus? How is the world of Christians today similar or
different from those of the early Church? How do people express their hope in God’s love and care?

e Choose at least three people of different ages, gender, and background to interview about the Church
today. For the purpose of this assignment, the people you interview should be practicing Christians.

¢ Develop a set of questions like the ones mentioned above and any other questions about the Church you
think reflect the three enduring understandings for this unit. Create questions your interviewees would be
willing to answer in a thoughtful way. For example, you could ask them about why or how they continue to
share in the Church’s mission to spread the Good News of Jesus. Be creative as you develop and ask
your questions, ready to follow up with questions not already on the list you bring to the interview.

e Request permission from the people you interview to record your conversations; do not mention them by
name if the person asks you not to share their identity.

e Use your interviews to write a well-developed report of about five hundred words. Use quotes from
Scripture, examples from what you have learned about the early Church in unit 4, as well as quotes or
references from your interviews. Include personal reflection in your conclusion as you provide insights
into the state of the Church today.

e When you have finished, turn in your written questions and written report.

Imagine that you are part of a marketing team that has been hired by the diocese as part of an evangelization
project to help spread the Good News of Jesus through his Church, especially among young people. Your
mission is to provide a detailed marketing plan that will “get the word out about Jesus Christ, the Word Made
Flesh.”

The disciples were all gathered together when the Holy Spirit came in a mighty wind and rested upon
them like tongues of fire. They immediately had the courage and the words to proclaim the saving acts
of God accomplished through Jesus Christ. People from all over the known world gathered, and even
though they spoke different languages, they were all able to understand one another. Then Peter gives

a speech on Jesus’ Resurrection as a fulfillment of the prophecies.
In the Jewish religion, Pentecost celebrates the Israelites’ entering into their covenant with God at

Mount Sinai. The image of fire represents God’s presence in both the Exodus account and with the
Apostles. This indicates that the Old Covenant God made with the Israelites is fulfilled by the New
Covenant God is making with people from every race and nation in the new Pentecost.

As the Twelve Apostles receive the Holy Spirit, they are transformed into courageous evangelizers.
Miraculously, they are able to speak so that people of other languages can understand. We quickly
realize there is no barrier, not even language, that will keep the Holy Spirit from doing his work. Even
Peter, the one who denied Jesus three times in fear, now boldly stands up and proclaims the Good News
to everyone present. Peter stirs up faith in Jesus Christ among the crowds of people and many are
baptized as the Church begins to grow.

B. Describe how the early Christians’ expectations about Jesus’ second coming changed and how that
affected their ministry and growth in Church leadership.

The early Church seems to have gone through several phases in anticipating Jesus Christ’s return. After
Jesus ascends into Heaven, the Apostles believe he will soon return to take all of his followers home
with him to Heaven. They believe they just have a short time left to continue Jesus’ mission, so they put
an emphasis on preaching the Good News and baptizing as many people as possible, as quickly as
possible.

As the years pass, the early Church recognizes that Christ’s second coming may be later than they
expected. They continue to focus on preaching and baptizing, but they also begin to focus on establishing
structures that will enable the Church to thrive and grow over the long term.

We can see these structures developing in the Pastoral Letters, the Letters to Timothy and Titus.
These letters are addressed to pastors, and they offer guidance on issues affecting fledgling Christian
communities. They reflect the Church’s early efforts to lay a foundation for its future, as it continues to
spread the Good News in joyful hope of Jesus’ return. For example, in Second Timothy, Paul encourages
Timothy to keep the faith over the long run. Christian leaders must develop the endurance to lead and
serve the faithful over a lifetime.

C. Explain how, despite its sometimes frightening imagery, the Book of Revelation was meant to give its
readers hope.

Revelation is an example of apocalyptic literature. This type of writing is symbolic, usually involving
visions of other worlds, in this case Heaven. It is a literary genre typically written during a time of
persecution. The Christians in these churches are suffering under the Roman Empire. They are being
imprisoned and even killed for remaining true to their faith.

The difficulties and pain they are suffering are portrayed in the frightening imagery. Yet it is symbolic
and intended to pass on a coded, hopeful message. For example, Babylon represents Rome. The beast
who is marked by the number 666 most likely represents the Roman emperor Nero, who started a
Christian persecution that resulted in the deaths of many Christians.

Through it all, the Book of Revelation was written to inspire hope and perseverance in faith. Even
through the pain, and possibly even death, there is a reason to hope. There will be a final victory of good
over evil, not only in Heaven but also on Earth. In the New Jerusalem (Heaven), God will wipe every tear
and there shall be no more death or pain. Christ has won a victory for us!

Summary

Write “Holiness,” “Love of God and Neighbor,” and “Prayer” as the
headings of three columns on the board.

Distribute the handout, and instruct the students to read the instruc-
tions and the sample quotes.

Ask the students to suggest possible names of other saints and spiritual
writers they are aware of. You may want to tell the students to ask you
if they are unsure whether they can use a particular person.

6. Allow about 20 minutes for the students to research and write their
quotes. Circulate and assist as needed.

7. Follow the research step with one of these options:

* Write quotes on index cards or cardstock. Post them in the class-
room, ensuring there are no duplicates.

* Electronically post the quotes on a class forum, website, or platform
(e.g., Google Classroom, Moodle, or Edmodo) with the option for
students to “like” or comment.

* Conduct voting to arrive at the best quotes in each category. Post
these on the classroom site or around the room.

8. Engage the students in a discussion about the connections between
holiness, prayer, love of God, and love of neighbor based on the
quotes the students found. You may wish to prompt discussion with
questions like the following:

* Do you think there is a connection between holiness and prayer?
Why or why not?

* What are some specific ways in which love of God and love of
neighbor can be reflected in our prayer life?

* Have any of the quotes that you or your classmates discovered
affected your thought on prayer and holiness? in what way?

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» Scripture directs us that service is more than something nice to
do when we have the time. Service is a deeper call, a commit-
ment that should permeate all aspects of who we are.

> In Genesis, we see that we were not created in isolation. We
were created to be in relationship with one another. If we are
reflecting the loving and serving relationship of the Trinity, we
are made to serve one another.

» Jesus teaches us that to be fully human, we must become the
person God created us to be.

» We have all been given gifts, including the ability to love. It is
our choice how to use these gifts. When we use these gifts by
serving others, we reflect God’s love most clearly.

» In the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus makes it clear that how we
spend eternity depends on how we treat one another. We are
called to serve Jesus by serving everyone who is in need.

Instruct the students to take a few minutes to review your school’s
service hours requirement or policy.

Distribute the handout for student-led discussions. Arrange the
students into two or four groups, whichever you feel will make the
conversation most productive and manageable. The students will be
participating in a discussion about their call to serve and their school
service requirement or policy. Begin by posing the following ques-
tions, one at a time, to the groups of students, and have them discuss
in their groups.

This simulation is best played by about ten students at a time. If you have
a large class, break the class into several groups and have the groups play
simultaneously. Or one group can play a round while the other group(s)
observe, switching when each group is done.

2. Direct the players to sit in a circle. In the center of the circle, place Article 60

one-fourth of all the chips. For example, if you have ten students play-
ing, you would place twenty-five of the one hundred game chips in
the center. Do not explain the significance of the chips before playing
the game. The rules are the only instruction the players can receive.

3. Read the rules to the students, using the following or similar words.
Repeat for clarification if necessary.

» The chips in the center belong to all of you.

» I'm going to play some music, and while it is playing, everyone
in the circle may take chips out of the pile in the center.

» You may not put chips back into the pile once you have taken
them out.

» You may trade in ten chips for a prize.

» As soon as the music stops, I will double the number of chips left
in the center at that time, and then continue the game.

» There will never be more chips in the pile than there are at the
start of the game; this is the maximum amount of chips that can
be in the pile.

» The most important rule for the game is that you may not talk
or communicate in any way to anyone during the game. This
includes gestures, eye contact, and so on.

4. Start the simulation. The players will most likely empty the pile of
chips at the start of the game. Point out that as it is not possible to
double zero, the game is over. Ask if they would like to try again, or
replace the first group with another group of students. At the end of
each round, the students must return all of their chips.
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Continue to play the game for several rounds without allowing the
students to talk. When doubling the chips in the pile, remember there
can never be more chips in the pile than at the start of the game.

Allow, after a few rounds, talking while the music plays so the stu-
dents can discuss strategies.

Halt the simulation after a few more rounds. Ask the students how
they feel about the way the game worked out. Ask them to express the
difference between participating without being able to communicate
versus playing while being able to discuss strategies. As a group, help
them to think of ways they could cooperate to allow more of them to
get their ten chips without depleting the pile of resources. If you have
time, play again using these strategies.

Preface the student processing with this information:

» Think of some renewable resources, such as water, wood, oil,
even food. Renewable resources can or will be replenished natu-
rally over time, if we are thoughtful in how we use them. If we
don’t give these resources the opportunity to replenish them-
selves, we will exhaust them.

» Unfortunately, many people act in their own interest rather than
thinking of the common good. The Earth’s resources do not
belong exclusively to individuals. In using and managing renew-
able resources, we must make an effort to focus on cooperation
and planning for the long term. We can think about social dilem-
mas in the same way. Cooperation and resource management are
critical to providing for all and protecting our resources.

9. Process the simulation with the following discussion questions:

» What do the chips represent?

» The chips, we said, belong to everyone. Can you think of exam-
ples of resources that belong to everyone?

» Can we draw any parallels between the way the group treated
the chips and the way individuals and society as a whole use or
overuse renewable resources?

» What happened in the first round of the game? How did it make
you feel about the other members of the group?

» How did removing the no-talking rule change how the game
was played? Did it allow you to strategize? What are some of the
strategies you came up with?

» Was there an ideal number of chips to take out of the pool? If so,
what was it and why?

» What would happen if we added people to the game? What do
you think this would represent?

» Do you have an experience where you have had to share a
resource with others? If so, what was the commodity, and what
were the results?

» This game is called “For the Common Good.” Have you ever
heard this phrase? What does it mean?

Please see the handout “‘For the Common Good’ Simulation Answer
Key” (TX006053), on pages 289-290, for some basic responses to the
processing questions. The conversation may take some unique turns
based on student input, but the essential information to keep the

10. Explain the following:

» Although this simulation came from the disciplines of science

and economics, it can help us understand the concept of the
common good (as defined in the student book).

Common good refers to social conditions that allow for all citizens
of the Earth, individuals and families, to meet basic needs and
achieve fulfillment.

Common good also refers to social justice or the defense of human
dignity by ensuring that essential human needs are met and that
essential human rights are protected for all people.

» The concept of the common good is at the heart of the Gospel

and the Tradition of the Church, especially in Catholic social
teaching. In addition to the examples on the handout, ask the
students to think beyond sharing of resources to other moral
and social justice issues like immigration, violence, pornography,
and traffic congestion.

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3. Explain to the students what an encyclical is (literally “a circulating
letter”), using these or similar words:

» Encyclicals are letters written from the Pope to all the bishops
of the world. Sometimes they are also addressed to all Christians
and to all people “of good will.”

» Encyclicals and other Church documents are usually numbered
by paragraph. When a document is quoted, the quote is usually
followed by the paragraph number, making it easier to find the
quote in the document. Because encyclicals are translated into
many languages, and published in print form, these paragraph
numbers are more helpful than page numbers.

» Encyclicals and other Catholic Church documents published by
the Vatican generally have an official Latin title—the opening
two or three words of the document, which is printed in Latin,
the official language of the whole Church. Then there is a title
in a modern language—in our case, English.

You may want to show students a list of papal encyclicals, written over the
last 125 years, that comprise modern Catholic social teaching. A list can be
found at the University of Notre Dame Center for Social Concern website.

4. Tell the students they will be searching for references to the seven
key principles of Catholic social teaching in Pope Francis’s encyclical
“Laudato Si°.” The easiest way to do this is to use the search feature
while looking at the document’s web page. Demonstrate this using
“Laudato Si”” displayed on your classroom screen. Use Ctrl+F to bring
up the search box, and type in “common good.” Point out that this
term shows up thirty times. Use the up and down arrows of the search
teature to show students some of the references, the paragraph num-
bers where they are found, and how the paragraph provides context
essential to understanding the use of the term.

5. Explain the assignment:

» “Laudato Si™ is one of the latest encyclicals written on a social
justice topic. Also called “On Care for Our Common Home,”
“Laudato S is an encyclical written by Pope Francis about
environmental justice, the importance of caring for the Earth
and its resources with wisdom and justice.

» The class will be divided into seven groups. Each group will
be assigned one of the seven key principles of Catholic social
teaching.

» Your group will search “Laudato Si’” for paragraphs in which
your key principle is mentioned by Pope Francis. The easiest way
to do this is to search the document using key words from your
principle. Read over the paragraphs you find, and decide together
which paragraph best represents your assigned principle.



» After finding your paragraph(s), copy and paste as much of the
paragraph as necessary to understand the use of your key prin-
ciple into a class Google Slide document. Title your slide with
the name of the principle. Make sure your slide is in the proper
order (1-7) with other slides.

» Find a graphic or a link to a video that is relevant to your prin-
ciple, and add it to your slide.

» Be prepared to explain your Catholic School Teaching principle
and how it is used in “Laudato Si°.”

6. Proceed by arranging the students into seven small groups and
assigning each group one of the seven key principles of Catholic social
teaching. Allow about 20 minutes for student groups to complete the
assignment. Move among the groups to help them as needed.

7. Display the slides after the groups have finished their work. As each
slide is projected, invite the group responsible for that slide to come
forward to explain their Catholic social teaching principle to the class.

8. Conclude by emphasizing these or similar points:

» Jesus defines his own ministry as a call to proclaim the Good
News and serve the common good. If promoting the common
good is at the center of Jesus’ own ministry, then is must also be
at the heart of who we are.

» When Catholic social teaching addresses our care of God’s cre-
ation, it emphasizes that we must protect the resources of our
planet, preserving them for future generations.

» In “Laudato Si°,” Pope Francis talks about far more than recy-
cling and planting trees. He critiques consumerism and irre-
sponsible development, the degradation of the environment, and
the danger of global warming.

» Pope Francis reminds us that care for our common home is the
responsibility of all of us, not just a select few.

Provide a general area of creative supplies: scissors, tape, glue, staples,
markers, cotton balls, paper, miscellaneous items found in a junk
drawer at home or at school. The students may have other ideas about
materials; allow them as much latitude as possible. This learning expe-
rience requires some time for set-up and can be free flowing, allowing
the students to go beyond verbal expression.

3. Review the main points of articles 62 and 63.

» In Saint Paul’s time, the early Christians were minorities in their
communities. This created both an opportunity and a challenge.
The opportunity is that Christ’s message revealing a God of love
and mercy was desperately needed at that time, and many people
were open to that message. The challenge was that Christ’s mes-
sage also made the early Christians stand out as different, open-
ing them to ridicule, persecution, and even temptation to betray
their moral values.

G LINN

» Like any good writer, Saint Paul used metaphors to convey
important ideas to his readers. He wanted them to embrace
faith in Jesus and persevere in living their faith through word
and action. He used metaphors like potter and clay to describe
the relationship between God and us, a building’s foundation to
describe Jesus and the Church, and armor as the type of clothing

we need to protect ourselves from sin.

» Those metaphors are understandable in Paul’s culture, but are
they as meaningful in our culture today? Today Paul might use
different metaphors. What do you think they might be?

You may wish to use the PowerPoint presentation “Chapter 16 Overview:

TEACHER NOTE

Consider showing excerpts from the 2011 movie Of Gods and Men (120
minutes, rated PG-13) as part of this learning experience. The movie
depicts the story at the beginning of chapter 16 about the Trappist monks
in Algeria who died as martyrs for their faith. The movie itself is 2 hours
long, moves slowly, and is in French with English subtitles. There are clips
available on YouTube that you could use to give the students a taste of
what these monks were like.

4. Arrange the students into small groups, assigning each group to the
stations you have set up. Give them the following directions:

» Saint Paul used artistic metaphors, like pottery, a building, and
armor, to help people understand their faith and to inspire them
to live out their faith. What kinds of metaphors can you think of
to represent faith and how to live it today?

» Use the materials provided and any other items to create a sym-
bolic or metaphoric representation of faith and how to live it.

» Be prepared to explain your artistic metaphor to others.

TEACHER NOTE

The students may need a refresher on metaphors. Use the simple
definition and examples to explain that a metaphor is a figure of speech
in which a word or phrase literally denoting one kind of object or idea is
used of another to suggest a likeness or analogy between them (as in
“drowning in money”). Ask the students to give their own examples of
metaphors. Differentiate metaphors from similes that use /ike or as to
make comparisons.

5. Allow about 30 minutes for the groups to create their artistic meta-
phors. For those working with clay and Legos, encourage them to find
metaphors that go beyond the ones that Saint Paul uses. You may want
to give students time to finish their artistic projects for homework for
the next class period.

Engage the students in developing plans for a digital app
with features that Catholic teens would use to spread the

1. @ Prepare by ensuring that all the students have read articles 64

and 65 in the student book prior to this learning experience. Photo-
copy or download and print the handout “Design an Evangelization
App” (TX006054), on pages 291-292, one for each student, pair, or
small group. Pairs or groups of three are recommended, though some
students may prefer to work alone.

Research a few existing Catholic and Christian apps to learn about
different types of religious apps if you are not already familiar with
them. Check out their sites online. Some include short videos high-
lighting the features they offer. Some apps to look at are Laudate,
Prayer Mate, Mass Explained, and Life Teen.

Review some of the key points from articles 64 and 65, using the fol-
lowing or similar words:

» The Apostles are models of witness for us. They were eyewit-
nesses to Jesus’ actions and teachings including the Beatitudes,

the Law of Love, and the Golden Rule. All but one of the Apos-
tles were martyred.

» Not only did the Apostles listen to Jesus’ words, but they were
also strengthened by the Holy Spirit to follow his example. At
Pentecost the Apostles were filled with the Holy Spirit. Embold-
ened by the Holy Spirit, they began preaching to the crowds.
They were no longer fearful, timid, or filled with doubt.

» The Church became Christ’s presence in the world. Remember
that we do not have to be perfect to do Christ’s work. Even the
Apostles had faults, weaknesses, and imperfections.

» The Communion of Saints provides us with models of faith. The
Communion of Saints includes all saints, living and dead, who
are united by our shared faith in Christ. It includes people from
both the Old and New Testaments, as well as the saints and mar-
tyrs throughout the Church’s history.
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» As baptized Christians, we have received the same mission of
sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ with all those we meet.
Proclaiming the beauty and truth of Christ through our words
and actions is called evangelization.

4. Arrange the students into pairs or groups if they will be working
together; distribute the handout accordingly. Give the students the
following instructions:

» Imagine that you (and your team) have been hired to design an
app for Catholic teens that will help them to evangelize: to live
out and witness their faith. You do not have to actually create the
app; just use the handout to fill in the screens with some of the
main features your app would have available. Remember, these
are things that would be interesting to teens and would help
them grow in their faith and live it out.

TEACHER NOTE

Before this learning experience, you may wish to engage the students in
a quick conversation about sharing good news. Ask them for examples of
good news: snow days, making the team, getting a part in a play, being
asked to a dance, winning an election, acing a test. How do they typically
share good news? Do they use different ways to share with parents and
with peers? with other people? How and why is sharing the Good News of
Jesus similar, but not?

TEACHER NOTE

If the students are unfamiliar or unaware of religious apps, take time to
demonstrate several existing apps, or ask a few students to suggest and
share apps that they may already use.

5. Brainstorm with the class some of the possibilities that they might
want to include on their app. The app they design may be devoted
to one or more of the following but should have at least five related
features of interest:

* prayer resources or daily prayer
* daily Lectionary readings with commentary by or for teens

* information about the Pope and/or bishops from their websites or
Twitter accounts

3. Introduce this learning experience by returning to the idea of sharing
good news.
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» How do you share good news? What is the best way to do it?

» Imagine how excited the followers of Jesus were each time he
performed a miracle, or shared a new teaching, or a meal, or
even a good joke with them. They also had to share the news
of his death, which was not good news until they heard he had
risen! Imagine how that word spread!

» Yet there was a bit of fear with that too, until the Holy Spirit
came upon them. You know the story. Most of you have heard it
most of your lives. And throughout this course.

» For us, this exciting news may seem less exciting than the news
of a snow day, or a victory of a sporting event. But, we are still
called to “just do it.” Spread the best news of all: the news of
salvation through Jesus. In the twenty-first century, after the life,
death, Resurrection and Ascension of Jesus, the leaders of his
Church have called us to a new evangelization.

The New Evangelization, as defined and promoted by the United
Conference of Catholic Bishops, goes back to Pope Paul VI’s 1975
encyclical “On Evangelization in the Modern World” (“Evangelii
Nuntiandi”).

Ask the students what they think of when they hear the word evangeli-
zation. Record their answers on the board.

Distribute the handout. Give the students a few minutes to read and
highlight the excerpts. Or read each one aloud, discussing the mean-
ing of each one with the class.

Allow about 10-15 minutes for the students to record their answers to
the reflection questions, emphasizing that the questions require some
depth of thought. Consider playing some quiet instrumental music to
encourage a thoughtful environment.

Follow the period of quiet reflection with one of these options:

* student-led or teacher facilitated discussion
* ajournal entry that begins with an open- ended statement like, ixc kel
“When I think about my own call to evangelization, I . . . ” e

* a five-paragraph reflection paper with an introduction that includes
a thesis statement about the students’ belief about the Good
News of Jesus, two to three supporting paragraphs, and a strong e

How can we grow in holiness?

Love of God and love of neighbor help us to grow in holiness, making
us more and more like Jesus. Prayer also helps us grow in holiness as it
deepens our intimate connection with God. Living the virtues of faith,

hope, and love help us to grow in holiness as they come from God and
lead us to God.

According to the First Letter of fobn, bow are love and holiness connected?

"To be holy is to be connected to or consecrated to God. The First
Letter of John makes it clear that love is of God, so God lives in the
person who loves their neighbor, making the person who loves holy.

Describe Fesus’ prayer life and why it was a vital part of bis ministry.

Jesus often took time alone to pray. He prayed before making impor-
tant decisions. In the Gospel of Luke, he spends the night in prayer
before he chooses the Twelve Apostles. He also spends time in prayer
the night before he dies on the cross, seeking to do the Father’s will.
However, Jesus does not save prayer just for the big moments in his
life. Prayer is part of his regular days too. It is a vital part of his minis-
try because constant communication with God the Father sustains him.

What does fesus’ Parable of the Pharisee and the Tax Collector teach us about
holiness?

Jesus tells a parable about a Pharisee and a tax collector who come to
the Temple to pray. Jesus’ listeners would have assumed that the per-
son worthy of holiness and respect would be the Pharisee. But Jesus
overturns their expectations. Jesus praises the tax collector’s prayer:
“O God, be merciful to me a sinner” (Luke 18:13). The parable
teaches us that the way to holiness is through humility.

What is one thing we might try if we feel that our prayer life is going

through a dry spell or it seems that God is not answering our prayers?
g Y g y

A dry spell in our prayer lives might be God’s way of encouraging us
to change up our prayer routine. We might try reading a daily reflec-
tion, reading and reflecting on Scripture, keeping a gratitude journal
or a prayer request journal, meditating before the Blessed Sacrament,
or going on a prayer walk. It may seem like God is not answering our
prayers, but God’s plan may differ from what we are expecting.
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6. List and explain the Theological Virtues.

The Theological Virtues are faith, hope, and love. They are God-
given virtues that focus on God and our relationship with him. Faith
enables us to believe what God has revealed. It allows us to respond
to Revelation by uniting ourselves to Christ as living members of his
Body, the Church. Hope invites us to trust in the love of God the
Father, the promises of Christ, and the grace of the Holy Spirit. Love
is the virtue that helps us follow the Great Commandment, to love
God with all our heart, soul, and mind and to love our neighbor as
ourself.

What is agape love, and who is the best example of it?

Agape love is a self-sacrificial love that focuses totally on the good of
the other. Jesus and his self-sacrifice for us are the ultimate examples
of this love.

Explain bow the Book of Genesis sets the expectation that we are to serve
others.

In Genesis 1:26, we see that human beings were created in the image
of God: “Then God said: Let us make human beings in our image,
after our likeness.” Believing this statement from the first chapter of
Genesis can impact our entire life. It means that every single human
being, no matter who they are, where they live, or what they believe,
is a reflection of God. Every person has infinite worth and dignity.
When someone’ life or dignity is threatened, we have a responsibility
to come to their aid.

What three important points can we learn from Saint Paul about our call to
service?

(1) Be willing to finish what we start with the same eagerness as which
we began. (2) Look honestly at what we have and give away our sur-
plus. (3) Serve without sadness or compulsion. Be a cheerful giver.

Why are the goats surprised in fesus’ Parable of the Last fudgment? What
have they missed?

The goats are shocked because Jesus tells them they have not served
him. They can’t imagine that they’ve missed seeing Jesus in their lives.
If Jesus is in the room, surely they would see him. Jesus points out
their sad misunderstanding. He is always in the room, and he can be
found in the faces of the people around us. We are called to look for
him there. We are called to serve Jesus by serving everyone who is in
need. The goats have missed seeing the face of Christ in others.

What does it mean for us to be fully human, and what gifts have we received
to help us achieve our potential?

Jesus taught that to be fully human means to accept and become the
person God created us to be. To help us achieve this, we are all created
with special gifts that reflect the image of God within us: immortality,
intellect, free will, and the ability to love.
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What are the seven principles of Catholic social teaching?

The seven principles are: (1) The Life and Dignity of the Human
Person, (2) Call to Family, Community, and Participation, (3) Rights
and Responsibilities, (4) Option for the Poor and Vulnerable, (5) The
Dignity of Work, (6) Solidarity, and (7) Care for God’s Creation.

Choose one of the three young saints mentioned in this chapter and explain
how she or he answered God’s call to serve.

* Saint Aloysius became a priest at only eighteen years old. He con-
tracted the plague while caring for those suffering from the horrible
disease. He died at age twenty-three.

¢ Saint Dominic grew up in poverty but received an education by
being accepted in a school for boys started by Saint John Bosco.
His was known for joyfully helping his classmates with their studies
until his untimely death at age fourteen.

* Saint Chiara started reaching out to others when she was just a
child. She gave away her toys to the poor, invited those in need to
her house for holiday meals, and frequently visited the sick. She was
diagnosed with bone cancer at age seventeen, but she continued to
write letters of encouragement to those on their journey of faith.

In what specific way can the young saints mentioned in this chapter belp you
on your journey to follow Christ?

They are examples to us that we are never too young or powerless
to serve Christ. They can give us the gentle push we need to boldly
answer God’s call.

Explain the difference between evangelizing and proselytizing.

Evangelizing is proclaiming the beauty and truth of Christ through
our words and our actions. Evangelization can become distorted by
proselytism. Proselytizing is the active, even aggressive, seeking of
converts to one’s own religious faith, often away from another reli-
gion. Those who proselytize usually have the best of intentions (the
salvation of souls), but they will sometimes relentlessly pursue people,
even individuals who have never shown interest in their message. This
radical method of gaining converts is contrary to what Jesus taught us
about evangelization.

e What do the chips represent?

Renewable resources, such as fish or trees. A resource is renewable if it can replace itself in the course
of a human lifetime. Fossil fuels and minerals are examples of non-renewable resources and, therefore,
aren’t applicable in this exercise. Water is also not a renewable resource; we have the same amount of
water now as we ever had or will.

e The chips, we said, belong to everyone. Can you think of examples of resources that belong
to everyone?

Answers may include water, land, and air resources. Also classroom materials.

e Can we draw any parallels between the way the group treated the chips and the way individuals
and society as a whole use or overuse renewable resources?

Answers may include:

o Deforestation: cutting trees down without planting replacements or at a rate that does not give new
trees enough time to grow to maturity before harvesting.

o Overfishing: taking so many fish that not enough are left to reproduce and replenish the stocks for next
year.

o Overfarming: depleting the soil of nutrients without giving it time to regenerate. Drilling for oil.

e What happened in the first round of the game? How did it make you feel about the other members
of the group?

e How did removing the no-talking rule change how the game was played? Did it allow you to
strategize? What are some of the strategies you came up with?

e Was there an ideal number of chips to take out of the pool? If so, what was it and why?

The students will build up their supply of chips the fastest if they take exactly half of the chips out of the
pool during each round. That allows the maximum number to be added for the next round. If students take
more than half, the number of chips to be doubled is lower, and there will be fewer available to take in the
future. If they take fewer than half, it will take them much longer to build up the supply that they need for
trade-in. Wildlife managers call this concept the maximum sustainable yield and use it to figure out limits
for hunting and fishing.
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e What would happen if we added people to the game? What do you think this would represent?

It would be harder and harder to cooperate with everyone and develop a strategy for sharing resources.
It would take longer for everyone to get a piece of candy. Adding people would represent global population
growth and the challenges of sustainably managing resources as demand increases.

e Do you have an experience where you have had to share a resource with others? If so, what
was the commodity, and what were the results?

Answers will vary.

e This game is called “For the Common Good.” Have you ever heard this phrase? What does
it mean?

Explain to the students the meaning of the phrase, namely that it refers to Aristotle’s philosophical/ethical
theory wherein moral choices are balanced by weighing the benefits of the group over benefits for the
individual. You can also refer students to the “Tragedy of the Commons,” Garret Hardin’s theory that
individuals will often overlook the consequences for others when drawing from a shared resource.

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Evangelization? Who, Me?

Read and highlight the following excerpts from the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops’ publication
Go and Make Disciples: A National Plan and Strategy for Catholic Evangelization in the United States (2002).

10. The simplest way to say what evangelization means is to follow Pope Paul VI, whose message
Evangelii Nuntiandi (On Evangelization in the Modern World) has inspired so much recent thought
and activity in the Church. We can rephrase his words to say that evangelizing means bringing the
Good News of Jesus into every human situation and seeking to convert individuals and society by the
divine power of the Gospel itself." At its essence are the proclamation of salvation in Jesus Christ and
the response of a person in faith, which are both works of the Spirit of God.

18. The fruits of evangelization are changed lives and a changed world—holiness and justice,
spirituality and peace. The validity of our having accepted the Gospel does not only come from what
we feel or what we know; it comes also from the way we serve others, especially the poorest, the
most marginal, the most hurting, the most defenseless, and the least loved. An evangelization that
stays inside ourselves is not an evangelization into the Good News of Jesus Christ.

24. We know that the word “evangelization” sometimes raises uncomfortable images for Catholics—
especially in the culture of the United States, where evangelism has sometimes meant only an
individual response to enthusiastic preaching, a style of mass religion, a contrived way to recruit new
members, or, at its worst, a way to play on people’s needs. Still, we use the word “evangelization”
because its root meaning is “Gospel’ (Good News) and because it calls us, even if it is
uncomfortable, to live the faith of our baptism more openly and to share it more freely.

Option 1: Holiness Recipe Collection

variety and include any of the following, for example:

“recipes for holiness” with ingredients and step-by-step instructions

e original prayers written by you or others

e saints’ prayers related to becoming holy

¢ holiness reflections by peers, parents, or other people that you think model holiness in word and action

e pictures or images with captions that show people you know modeling holiness through service, ordinary
deeds, acts of compassion, and prayer (or use pictures of the person to accompany written entries by or
about this person).

e other illustrations that add interest to your collection are good too.
Your collection should have a title, a front and back cover, and a short foreword or introduction.

You can submit either a printed copy or a digital copy of your collection. Citations for any work other than your
own are essential.
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Option 2: Christian Summer Camp Leader Application

You are applying to be a team leader at a Christian summer camp. As a leader for the entire summer, you are
expected to be a strong witness to the teachings of Jesus. To be approved as a leader, you must complete a
written self-assessment examining how well you integrate and follow Jesus’ teachings, as well as how well
you share his teachings with others. Approval will be determined by how well your written self-assessment
shows examples of Christian discipleship and illustrates the effort you make to follow or struggle with Jesus’
teachings.

Follow these steps to write your self-assessment:

¢ Reflect on your acceptance of or the questions you have about living out the examples of Christian
discipleship found in the Acts of the Apostles, First and Second Timothy, Titus, and James.

e Provide examples of ways you believe Jesus would want you to act, given his teachings, and ways in
which you respond to his teachings at this point in your life.

A. Explain how the Book of Genesis sets the expectation that we are to serve others.

Q)

The Book of Genesis says that we are made in God’s image and likeness. This means that every
single human being is a reflection of God. Every person on Earth has infinite worth and dignity. When
someone’s life or dignity is threatened, we have a responsibility to come to his or her aid.

Genesis tells us that God created Adam and Eve to live together and help one another. We were not

created to live in isolation from one another. Just like the life of the Trinity, we are to reflect the loving and
serving relationship we see in the Trinity. From the very beginning, we were made to serve one another.
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B. How do the Trappist monks from the Atlas Abbey of Tibhirine serve as role models for us in witnessing
our faith?

The monks from the Atlas Abbey of Tibhirine were kidnapped and executed by the extremist terrorists.
The monks lived peacefully for many years, working side-by-side with their non-Christian neighbors. They
attended religious services and funerals of their neighbors. They had a small gardening association
together, and they shared the sales. They lived together like a family.

The monks discovered that the monastery and the surrounding community were the targets of
extremist groups. The situation became dangerous, but the monks decided to remain with their
neighbors. None of the monks wanted to put themselves at risk of martyrdom, but still they decided not to
leave the monastery and to stay with their neighbors. Their willingness to die for what they believed to be
right and true is a powerful example of being a Christian witness.

Following Jesus means that we have to make choices that are sometimes difficult. They could be as
simple as avoiding peer pressure, or something as serious as giving up your life. We must be brave and
bold and witness our faith in Christ, like the Trappist monks.

C. Explain three of the images that Saint Paul uses to inspire us to live out our faith commitments.

Paul uses three images to inspire us to live out our faith life: God as a potter and us as the clay, a church
with Jesus Christ as the foundation, and the armor of God.

When Paul uses the image of God as a potter and us as the clay he is molding, he is saying that God
is like the potter using his hands to work out the lumps on a bowl he is making out of clay. The lumps are
the parts of our lives that are not in line with God’s will. When there is sin in our lives and we can’t seem
to get free of it, we should imagine that God is at work, slowly and gently molding us to reach our true
potential.

Paul also uses the metaphor that we are all building a church, and Jesus Christ is the foundation. We
lay a foundation in our life, and another is building upon it. We must be careful how we build upon it, for
no one can lay a foundation other than the one that is there, namely Jesus Christ. Through our choices,
we determine how and what we add on top of that foundation. Our positive, moral choices add beautiful
and sturdy materials to that foundation: brick, gold, and precious stones. On the other hand, our sinful
actions add straw and inferior materials that will not stand up to Holy Spirit’s purifying fire. As we face
difficult moral choices, we must ask what we want our contributions to Christ’s saving work to be—
something beautiful and lasting or something weak and fleeting?

Finally, Paul tells us to put on the “armor of God,” which includes the breastplate of righteousness,
the shield of faith, the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit. Paul is comparing living a life of
faith to a spiritual battle. However, this battle is not waged through violence; it is waged through living
faithfully and virtuously. It is fighting against our inclination to sin and battling against falsehood and
injustice. When we are losing hope and feel like we are ready to give up, we should imagine putting on
the armor of God.

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Appendix
LEADING STUDIES

Many of the chapters in the student book end with a full-page image of a
work of religious art. These images are to be used as learning opportuni-
ties to engage the students in reflecting on the chapter, leading to deeper
understanding of the content. But knowing how to “read” a work of art
requires skill and practice! Here are two methods that will help your stu-
dents engage with religious art.

Preparation for Both Methods

"To begin, identify a piece of art connected to your religious topic or
theme. In many chapters, we have already identified one art piece. The
chapters in the student ebook contain an extra visual feature, some of
which could be used for additional art studies. You might also search the
internet for a painting that your students are most likely familiar with,
preferably one that depicts a biblical scene that has already been studied
in class (e.g., The Creation of Adam, by Michelangelo [Genesis 2:4-7]).

Next, identify some basic facts about the work of art to share with the
students. Or, you could have the students research this information. Often
background on the art can be found on the website where you found the
image or through an internet search. If it is a modern piece of art, you can
sometimes contact the artist directly—they are often very happy to tell
you about their art piece.

Some basic facts to begin with could include:
* the title of the piece
* where the piece is located (for example, a museum or church)
* who the artist is
* when (approximately) it was created

* what medium was used to create the piece (i.e., oil, pen and ink, fresco,
marble)

Method 1: Basic Art Study

If you are going to use an art study for only a part of a class, you might
follow this process.
1. Ask the students to examine the art for a few minutes in silence to
make initial observations.
2. Draw their attention to the specific details of the artwork using the
questions such as these:
* Compare the biblical story to the art. Is it accurate? What is miss-
ing? What has been added?
* What are the facial expressions, and what do they reveal about the
emotions of the people in the art piece?
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* Notice postures, gestures, and stances reflected in body positioning.
What do they tell us about the attitudes of the people depicted?

* How would you describe the mood of the image? Notice color,
shapes, forms, textures, and lines.

* How does the image use light and shadow? In other words, what
dramatic emphasis is created by the artist’s use of light and shadow?

* How does the image depict the passage of time? For example, is it
like a snapshot of a single moment, or is it like a storyboard, depict-
ing many moments at once?

* Notice the objects depicted in the painting, both the ones that seem
central and the ones that seem peripheral or hidden.

* What do you think the artist wants us to focus on?
Discuss the symbolism in the art, using one of the following means:

¢ Share with the students a list of symbols and their meanings that
you have compiled in advance.

* Ask the students to research the symbolic meanings of people,
objects, colors, and gestures that have significance in the Christian
context. You may need to guide the students through their research
by offering examples of Christian symbols commonly found in art.
For example, a palm branch of victory carried in someone’s hand or
arm often indicates that the person is a martyr.

Method 2: Advanced Art Study

If you really want to go deep in engaging the students in an art study, you
might take most of a class period and possibly make it a written assign-
ment using any combination of steps from this process:

1.

Ask the students to examine the art for a few minutes in silence to
make initial observations.

Draw their attention to the specific details of the artwork using these
questions:
* Who is represented? Who is left out?
* What topic did the artist consider important enough to make a
painting of it?
* When was the artwork made?
o Does it represent the artist’s era or another time? Or is it a com-
bination of the two?
© Does it depict real time or sacred time (the time of eternity or
Heaven or prayer)? Or is it a combination of the two?
* Where is the action taking place? Is it inside or outside? Is it in
some faraway place or where the painting was made?
* Why was it painted? Why did the artist choose this topic?
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3. Share the following remarks to help guide the students in uncovering
the culture and the religious beliefs and practices of the people at the
time the art was created:

» The community in which an artist lives and worships influences
that artist. The artist is also affected by family, upbringing, and
social, political, and economic factors.

» Ifan artist created a painting at the request of a patron, that
piece of art will likely reflect something about the patron.

» When an artist makes a painting, they include some details
intentionally just because that is the way things are done at that
time in that place.

4. Continue by asking the students to research pertinent questions on
the religious, political, economic, and social beliefs and practices that
might have influenced the artist.

* Religious Questions
o What was this community’s understanding of God?
o What was this community afraid of?

o Did this community experience a lot of suffering? How did they
understand suffering?

o Did this community experience a lot of evil> How did they
understand evil?

o What gave this community joy?
o How did this community express love?
o How did this community understand salvation?

o What was the relationship between this community and
creation?

e Political Questions
o Who was in power at the time, and who was not?
o How was political power exercised (money and influence, arms

and fighting, and so on)?
o How did the people without power feel about those who had it?

o How did the people with power feel about those without? (Did
they even think about them?)

o How much freedom to speak their minds did average people
have?

o Who had basic political rights, and who did not?

o Did the Church have political power? If so, in whose favor did it
exercise that power?

¢ Economic Questions
o How were artists paid? Who paid them?
© Who had money, and who did not?
o What economic opportunities were available to which people?
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o What was the economic and political agenda of the person or
institution that paid the artist?

o What economic structure does the painting try to communicate?

o Did the Church have economic power? If so, in whose favor did
it exercise that power?

* Social Questions
o How were ethnic minorities viewed and treated?
o How were people of other religions viewed and treated?
o How were children viewed and treated?
o How were women viewed and treated?
© How much did the Church influence social relationships within
the family, village, city, and so on?
o Were people formal and polite or casual and coarse?

o Did groups exhibit different social norms? How was the society
split?

TEACHER NOTE

You may want to go through the steps of each method yourself, to
familiarize yourself with the two processes before choosing one and
leading it with your students.
