Situation 1

Characters. Sharon, Ted, Sharon’s mother and
father, Ted’s mother and father, Sharon’s grand-
mother and grandfather, Ted’s grandmother

Sharon is a junior in college. She and Ted have
been going together for two years, and they
have been having sexual relations for the past
six months. Sharon has let Ted believe that she
is on the birth control pill, but in fact she
stopped taking it about a month ago. Now she
is pregnant.

e Scene 1. Sharon tells Ted that she is preg-

nant.

® Scene 2. Sharon and Ted tell her parents that
they have conceived a child.

® Scene 3. Ted and Sharon tell his parents that
they have conceived a child.

e Scene 4. Sharon’s parents tell her grandpar-
ents.

e Scene 5. Ted's parents tell his grandmother.

Situation 2

Characters. Karen, Matt, Karen’s mother, Matt’s
mother and father, Karen’s grandmother and
grandfather, Matt’s grandmother and grand-
father

Karen and Matt have been married for a year.
Karen is a salesperson for a computer compa-
ny, and Matt is a medical technologist at a
large city hospital. They have been saving to
buy a house, and they have college loans to
pay off too. Karen has discovered that she is
pregnant.

e Scene 1. Karen tells Matt that she is preg-
nant.

e Scene 2. Karen and Matt tell her mother that
they have conceived a child.

e Scene 3. Matt and Karen tell his parents that
they have conceived a child.

e Scene 4. Karen’s mother tells her grandpar-
ents.

e Scene 5. Matt’s parents tell his grandparents.
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
