At its greatest extent, the

empire built by David and

Solomon stretched from Syria

(Aram) down to the Gulf of

Aqaba and dominated Ammon,

Moab, and Edom.

The Syrians in the north

were often Solomon’s

adversaries.

The Edomites may have preyed

on Israelite caravans going to and

from the Gulf of Aqaba.Gulf
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
